Timings: 

Please ensure all players and team officials arrive by 08:45am. There will be player and team officials briefing prior to games starting at 09:30am prompt. The tournament should be complete by about 1.30pm.

The Players: 

All players must wear shin guards and long socks. Football boots are strongly advised. Trainers may be inappropriate if the ground is wet. Running shoe trainers are not advised. All squads should be in the colours advised prior to the tournament. The goalkeeper should wear a different coloured shirt and Goalkeeper Gloves are also strongly recommended. All schools should provide a set of bibs should a colour change be required.  Sun cream and sunhat is advised.

Footballs: 

Match Balls will be provided. Schools should provide their own practice footballs.

Spectators: 

Spectators are encouraged and should be encouraged to support both sides, especially Goal Keepers. The spectators should stand behind the Respect barriers. There should be no one behind the goals, especially during any penalty shootout. Please keep the central areas clear at all times for Coaches and Substitutes.
