Imagine you are
going on a journey.
Draw a picture of what
you would like to see out of
the window. Use your
imagination; it could be the
window of a rocket, a
submarine or something
completely different!

Use some junk
modelling
materials to
make a train.

The passengers
see a horse and a foal
from the window of the
train. Find out the names
of these other baby
animals — a baby sheep,
a baby cow, a baby

Trains sometimes
make a ch-ch-ch sound
as they travel along.

Can
you make the sound fast
and then slow? Can you
make it loud and
quiet?
