English — Information Writing & Adventure Stories

Children will continue building their confidence with:

Science - Outdoor Learning

Children will explore habitats, plants, and different materials. This half term includes learning about
basic needs and keeping healthy.

Geography — Where in the world are we from?

Children will compare where we live in Accrington and the city of Lagos in Nigeria.

Art - Printing

This term we will look at the artist Sarah Jameson. The children will collect objects from nature to
create their own prints.

PSHE — What helps us to stay safe?
