Attendance

Between now and the end of term we will be
having attendance hot spot days. We will be
conducting home visits for any child who is
absent that day.

We would like to remind you that good school
attendance is essential in securing the best outcomes
for your child. Children are expected to have a
minimum of 96% attendance. Please do not keep
your child off unless is it necessary.

Appointments should be made outside of school time
where possible. If your child has an appointment we
will need to see a copy of the appointment
confirmation in order to authorise the absence.

The absence of any child will not be authorised if their
attendance is below 90% unless medical evidence is
provided.

Children must arrive on time. Late marks count
towards attendance.

If your child is late parents MUST bring them on to the
main entrance to sign them in.

Parents of children with concerning
attendance percentages will be invited into
school to meet with the local authority
attendance officer and see what help can be
offered.
