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English Focus
This term, we will be diving into two exciting stories:
Mr Wolf’s Pancakes
Children will enjoy:
· Making their own pancakes in class.
· Learning how to follow instructions.
· Writing simple instructions linked to pancake making.
· Talking about the characters and sequencing parts of the story.
Jack and the Beanstalk
We will be:
· Creating story maps to help us retell the story.
· Writing simple sentences about key events.
· Exploring new vocabulary related to the story.
· Acting out the story using role‑play and props.
Maths
Our maths learning will include:
· Recognising and representing numbers to 10.
· Simple addition and subtraction using practical resources.
· Exploring doubles and number bonds in fun, hands‑on ways.

Understanding the World
This half term, our focus will include:
· Chicks – learning about the life cycle of a chick and observing changes.
· Weather – talking about different types of weather and how it affects us.
· Planting – discovering the parts of a plant and planting our own beans.

Reading 

Reading is a priority in EYFS and your support will really help your child to feel confident and ready for year 1. Therefore, we ask that you try to read with your child for a short time every single night.  Please sign and make a comment in the reading record to show this has been done.  Please send your reading books into school every single day.


Our PE days are Thursday.  Please make sure that a fully labelled PE kit and it is school. 

How You Can Help at Home
Here are some simple ways to support your child’s learning:


English – Mr Wolf’s Pancakes
· Make pancakes together at home and talk about each step.
· Let your child help measure ingredients and follow simple instructions.
· Ask your child to tell you the order of what you did first, next and finally.
· Practise writing simple words like mix, pan, flip and pancake.
English – Jack and the Beanstalk
· Read the story together and talk about the characters.
· Encourage your child to retell the story using “first, then, next, finally.”
· Draw a simple story map together.
· Collect boxes or junk materials to build a giant’s castle or beanstalk.

Maths
· Spot numbers to 10 around the house or when out shopping.
· Use toys or snacks to practise simple addition and subtraction.
· Play “double it” using fingers, pebbles or small objects.
· Make number bond pairs using household items (e.g., “We have 6 apples—how can we make 6?”).

Understanding the World – Chicks
· Watch a short video of chicks hatching and talk about the changes.
· Look at baby photos of family members and compare “when you were a baby.”
· Draw the life cycle of a chick together.

Understanding the World – Weather
· Look out of the window each morning and name the weather.
· Create a simple weather chart for the week.
· Dress teddies for different types of weather (coat, sunglasses, umbrella).
· Talk about how weather changes what we wear and do.

Understanding the World – Planting
· Plant seeds together at home—cress, beans or sunflower seeds work well.
· Check the plant each day and talk about what it needs to grow.
· Use magnifying glasses to look closely at leaves and roots.
· Go for a walk and spot different plants, flowers or trees
Understanding the World – Ramadan 
Create a Kindness Calendar
· Make a simple 30‑day kindness chart.
· Each day, children choose an act of kindness: sharing toys, helping tidy up, and making a card.
· Helps children understand the importance of caring for others during Ramadan.
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
