Children will then be using this times tables knowledge to look at written methods for multiplication (2 digit by 1 digit).  


Building on Year 3, children in Year 4 will also be looking at developing their multiplication knowledge of the 6,7,9,11 and 12 times tables. Children will also be looking at multiplying and dividing by 10 and 100. 


Year 4 will also be looking at length and perimeter converting mm, cm, m and kms as well as measuring rectilinear shapes. 











English

In English, this half term we will be focusing on the theme “Imaginary Worlds,” The children will be developing their writing based upon stories set within a magical world which we will read together to create pieces of writing such as setting descriptions, character descriptions, a story, poetry and reports. The children will be producing both fiction and non – fiction pieces of writing. The children will also be looking at basic skills within writing such as capital letters, punctuation and sentence construction building upon skills we looked at in Autumn 1. The children will also be continuing to use editing and drafting skills. In Reading, children will be using their VIPERS knowledge to answer a range of questions with a focus on retrieving and explaining information within a text. We will also continue to work on fluency and vocabulary.  building. as a class.
