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Maths- 


As Mathematicians, the children in Year 3 will continue to build upon their multiplication and division knowledge by practising the 2, 5 and 10 times tables and learning the 3, 4 and 8 times tables. The children will then be using their times tables knowledge and to complete calculations using the formal written methods for multiplication and division. They will also solve related calculations and problem solve. Building on Year 3, children in Year 4 will also be looking at developing their multiplication knowledge of the 6,7,9,11 and 12 times tables as well as calculating area.








English

In English, this half term Mrs Leonard’s and Mrs Cook’s class will be reading The Iron Man and Miss Eglintine’s class will be reading The Whale. The children will be developing their writing based upon these stories. They will create pieces of writing such as a setting description, a character description, a story and poetry. The children will also be building upon skills we looked at in Autumn 1 and 2. This will include capital letters, punctuation and sentence construction The children will be continuing to use editing and drafting skills as well as peer assessment. In Reading, the children will access a variety of texts which will allow them to develop their skills and knowledge. They will analyse words and phrases, make predictions, answer a wide variety of comprehension questions, give explanations using the text and make inferences.








Music: In music, the children will be focusing on South African music and instruments. They will identify key features of staff notation and compose rhythmic patterns for a gumboot dance.
