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	In Literacy we will be focusing on a few key texts. Mr Postmouse Goes On Holiday, Snail Mail and The Big Adventure. We will be looking at and talking about postcards, discussing different ways of travelling and asking big questions. Our carpet sessions may become slighter longer to prepare children for sitting for longer periods of time in Reception.

	
	In our maths sessions we will continue to practise daily counting and number recognition in everything that we do. In week 2 we will move onto learning about 3d shapes and what 3d shapes we can see in the school environment. The children will learn the correct names for the shapes and begin to talk about their properties.

We will also introduce the concepts of height, money and patterns. 


	

	In PE this half term we will be focusing on jumping and landing. We will use different pieces of equipment such as the benches, hurdles and mats in the hall. Towards the end of the term we will have our own mini sports day races.
Children will be encouraged to write their name daily when completing pieces of work. They will also practise their pencil control and letter formation during phonics sessions. We will take part in “Write Dance” every Friday morning which is a scheme developed to focus on fine and gross motor skills.

	
	Through our topic work we will look at how to take care of ourselves in the sun, how to dress appropriately for the weather and talk about how to put sun cream on.

Children will be asked to bring in photos of holidays in the past and will be encouraged to discuss these photos with their peers.

We will talk about sea safety and what sea creatures we may find under the water. In technology, we will learn to take photos on the iPad and record summer holiday songs on the iPad too.


	

	We will continue to reinforce our positive class rules and boundaries. Every Friday a child will be chosen for “star of the week” and will be sent home with the class bear for the weekend. We will focus on preparing the children for their move into Reception and discussing any worries or concerns.
Through our RE work, we will be talking about how we can be friends of Jesus and what we love and wonder about our world.
	
	We will have access to continuous provision inside and outside the classroom and we will have the opportunity to paint, create, build and make models of their choice. We will also continue to role play; which will vary from domestic role play opportunities such as a house; to imaginative role play too.
Outdoors we will create our own “picnic area” for the children to enjoy. We plan to make our own seaside setting on the field with a paddling pool, picnic and homemade sandcastles. The children will enjoy real fish and chips just like being at the seaside!


	

	This half term we will be sharing stories based around our topic of “holidays.” Our phonics groups will continue on a daily basis whereby children will be exposed to letter sounds and oral blending. They will learn how to represent these sounds in writing. We will have a big push on “oral blending” ready for when the children go into Reception.
	
	We will continue to access our outdoor area on a daily basis. Our provision includes; sand, water, reading area, small world, construction, writing and mark making and role play areas. Please ensure your child has appropriate outdoor clothing as we access the outdoor area throughout each day.
We are always looking for new and interesting ideas for our outdoor area and where possible we follow the children’s own interests.

*When working on our text, we always try to select a story that the children may not have seen before we do not read the whole story initially. We work on the text over the course of the half term, and unpick each section, our focussed activities and challenges are based upon the part of the story we are working on to keep an element of surprise and suspense.
