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	We will be discussing our new text ‘My Brother is a Runner’ and our topic over the coming weeks making predictions about what the story will be about. We will also be spending time talking about moving to our new classes and we will be encouraging the children to ask questions about the transition as well as explaining how they feel about the move.
	
	In our Maths work we will continue to become secure with numbers to and beyond 20, addition and subtraction, more and less than, 2D and 3D shapes. Our main focus will be on ‘money and money problems’ and we will have a ‘Sports Shop’ for the children to experience handling money and solving problems. We will also explore practical problems linked with doubling/halving and sharing.

	

	In PE, we will be focussing on games and working as part of a small team. We will also be preparing for Sports Day and practicing events such as Egg & Spoon race, 3-Legged race and the Sack Race. Linking with our topic work, we will also be having some extra ‘sporty’ sessions, focussing on a range of different sports and techniques.
We will also be discussing ‘healthy foods’ as part of our work on our new text. We will also participate in ‘Healthy Schools Week’ during this half term.
	
	Linking with our text and topic work, we will look closely at different sports and sports people. We will also explore ‘Kenya’ in which our story is set and talk about how Kenya is different to where we live. We will use the IPads to research different athletes and write about what we have found out to create ‘fact files.’ We will continue to maintain the plants and potatoes we have planted and also we will be discussing the changes in weather and be checking the temperature outside each day.

	

	Over the next few weeks we will be focussing upon preparing the children for the transition into their new classes in Key Stage One. We will be talking about their new classes, break/lunch times and the children will continue to spend time at lunch time familiarising themselves with the environment/staff and other children.
	
	We will be using different materials, resources and techniques to create a picture of the story setting. We will also be creating maps and cards linking with our text work. 
We will be creating a role play ‘Sports shop’ for the children to access. Our music work this half term will include making music and using instruments to accompany our compositions.

	

	We will be continuing (and spending a little longer) with our daily phonics sessions. Through our topic and text, we will be writing setting descriptions, creating ‘fact files’ about athletes and also writing about which sports person/athlete we would be and why.

We will be encouraging the children to write with increasing independence and use some punctuation. 
	
	We will be continuing to access our outdoor area on a daily basis. The children will have access to water/sand, large construction, open ended role play and a reading area. We will be accessing the wider school grounds and linking with our topic playing team games, practising physical skills and practising for Sports Day!  As the weather hope fully improves, please ensure your child a sun hat and has sun cream applied before coming to school.
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*When working on our text, we always try to select a story that the children may not have seen before we do not read the whole story initially. We work on the text over the course of the half term, and unpick each section, our focussed activities and challenges are based upon the part of the story we are working on to keep an element of surprise and suspense. If you do wish to read the story at home with your child, please could you do so once we have completed our topic and text work, thank you.
