Phonics: 
Please practice phonics every day. 

Please look at the attached phonics sheet. Use the Zoom tool to see the sounds more clearly. Practice the sounds with your child – 

Set 1:

Tuesday:    th      
Wednesday:    ch 
Thursday:       qu

Friday:     ng 
Remind children that a ‘special friend’ has two letters that make one sound. Say the sound together. 

Remind children of the story which goes with this sound/ how to write the sound. This can be said as you write the sound, you will find this as you zoom in over each sound. 

Ask your child to think of some words which have the sound in them. Write 2/3 of these words on paper or a whiteboard. Ask your child to show you so you can check them. Correct any mistakes together.
Communication and Language: 
Monday: 

C&L:

Ask children what was our topic about last week? 
We looked at people who help us to stay safe

This week we are looking at some more people who help us in the Summer Holiday – train attendants/. Ticket office, librarians, lifeguards 

This week is the last week of school and then you will be on school holiday for 6 weeks. You will not come to school for the whole time. 

You might go on a train – who will help you at the station?

Show real pictures of the train station. 

Activity: Make a list of things you would see at a train station. 
Maths:

Read the contents slide to children and ask a child to pick which slide they would like to go to first. 

Read each slide and answer the questions. 
Cover misconceptions, use physical resources if need be. 

Tuesday

C&L:

Who will help me in the Summer Holidays - 
Who goes swimming lessons or who has ever been swimming? We have important people at the swimming pool to help us. 
Who are they? 

There are lifeguards and life boats at the beach as well 

Watch – Barnaby and the Lifeguard https://www.bbc.co.uk/bitesize/clips/zdx6yrd pause at appropriate times and discuss what the life guard says. 

Activity: Write sentences about what lifeguards and what they do. 
Maths:
Learning Focus – One more, one less –

Count to 20 and beyond, count backwards from 20.

Make number cards -20 


Ask your child to show you a number one more than a number 0-20.

Ask them to show you a number one less than a number 0-20.

Encourage children to use a number track/number line, one less the numbers are getting smaller. 

One more the numbers are getting bigger. 

Address misconceptions. 

Wednesday:

C&L:

Show picture of Harold Hill/ Hornchurch/ Romford library – does anyone know what this is? 
It is a library – what is a library? Explain what happens at library. 

There are people at the library who help us – these people are called librarians. 
Explain what librarians do, their job is very special because books are very precious and they need to be taken care of. 

Over the summer holidays there is a special reading challenge which is happening in every library in Havering, where we live – 

Show Summer Reading Challenge ppt in resources, explain that the reading challenge will be fun as you will be able to read different books, the library has so many books. It has a special children’s section where you can sit and read with bean bags etc. 

Tell children to their adults that they want to do the summer reading challenge. 

Activity: Research your local library and found out the opening times with your adult.

Plan when you are going to visit the library. . 
Maths: 
Learning Focus –  numbers 11-15

Numbers 11-15 – pause at different times in the video and discuss what is said.
