Duke of Edinburgh – Silver Award 

 

Dear Families,  

As you will be aware, your child recently attended their Duke of Edinburgh enrolment session, 

and is now successfully registered to complete their Silver Award. Now this has taken place, I 

wanted to provide some more information about the award, and how you can support your 

child in their completion of it. 

EDofE and Evidence 

All pupils have been given log in details for the Duke of Edinburgh app – EDofE. This is where 

they will track their progress and upload evidence. App accounts were set up at the enrolment 

session. If your child is continuing from Bronze, their details remain the same. 

The best way for your child to record evidence is using the activity logs. There is one of these 

for each section; students have been given copies. An example is linked below, so you can see 

what your child is expected to record. One activity log per section can then be uploaded at the 

end of their chosen timescale.

Pupils must also have an assessor report for each section. An assessor cannot be a family 

member, and is usually a teacher, coach or neighbour. Upon completion of each section, pupils 

can provide their assessor with the link below to write the report. They must have their EDofE 

ID number to hand, which can be found on their account.

If your child forgets their log in details, they can ask their form tutor for support or attend the 

drop-in session detailed in this letter. 
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Skills, Physical and Volunteering 

Pupils undertake three sections on their Silver award – Skills, Physical and Volunteering. If they 

have already completed Bronze, the timescales are as follows: Volunteering section: 6 months, 

Physical and Skills sections: One section for 6 months and the other section for 3 months.  

If your child did not do Bronze, they will need to undertake a further 6 months in the 

Volunteering section, or the longer of the Physical or Skills sections.

Expedition 

On the Silver award, pupils must participate in a 3-day, 2-night expedition. This involves walking 

for approximately 6 hours per day, and camping overnight. The expedition usually takes place in 

the summer term. A parent information evening will be held once we have received all the 

necessary information from our external provider. 

The cost of the expedition is usually around £220. If you have any concerns about the payment, 

please contact your child’s Head of House. 

Drop-in sessions 

A drop-in session will be held each Wednesday lunchtime in Room 2.02. Your child should 

attend for support if they have any queries or concerns about their Bronze Award.
