-Laying on of hands: This sign is an ancient form of calling
down the power and blessing of God upon someone. The
laying on of hands sets the person apart for a special calling
or task in life.

-Anointing with oil: Chrism oil also used in baptism. The
bishop anoints (with Chrism) a sign of the cross on the
forehead with the words “.....be sealed with the gifts of the
Holy Spirit’.

-Being sealed with the Spirit: The candidate (person being
confirmed) is strengthened by the Holy Spirit to meet all the
difficulties, dangers and challenges of Christian life.
