Plan your route​.
Check the arrival and destination times​.
Leave plenty of time to get to the bus stop
calmly and safely.

Once on the bus you should remain seated
until the bus has stopped.

Exit the bus calmly and thank your driver.
Remember the green cross code and think
about the danger zones while the bus is
stopped.

Be obviously kind in your words and actions. 
Ensure you are the only person that can
hear your music. 
Ensure you pick up all your litter. 
Keep your feet off the seats. 
Give up your seat for others who may need
it more.
Ring the bell once, when you want to leave .
Don’t distract your driver .
Respect the bus, leaving the seat the way
you would hope to find it.

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For those of you who wish to walk or cycle to school we have a number of
entrances to suit your route. The Local Authority provides school crossing patrol
officers on a number of the roads around the school. 

If you’re cycling to school you should ensure you dismount your bike when
entering the school property. At St Wilfrid’s we have a bike store to securely stow
your bike until the end of the school day. All pupils are expected to walk with their
bikes to the bike store, this reduces pupil’s risk to injury.
