We are particularly proud that:

· We are also pleased that the vast majority of parents/carers know who their Parent Rep is and are happy to contact them to answer everyday queries. (We note that, at the time of the questionnaire, Acorns class did not have a parent rep and most of the parents/carers who did not know who their rep was, came from this class.)
· Of the 12% of parents that would not talk to their Parent Rep, all agreed/strongly agreed that they would happily speak to their class teacher.

We have set out our aim to have ‘delighted parents and carers’ at Stakesby and the information you have provided will help us to improve and take our next steps towards consistently achieveing this:

· Although most parents/carers are happy with the amount and arrangements for homework and supporting learning at home, we have already recognised this as one of the areas for development over the next year.  Look out for details of workshops, website guides and other support.
· We commit a lot of time, thought and effort into preventing and tackling bullying and 94% of parents/carers agree that our approach is effective.  This represents an improvement on previous surveys but we will only be happy when we reach 100%. We will be sharing more details of our approach with you.
· We note that the 6% who disagree that we deal effectively with bullying all come from the same class. We are already investigating and will aim to sort this quickly.
