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Dear Parents and Children

Welcome back after the ½ term break. We finish for our next holiday on Friday 21st December at 1pm. Please read the end of the newsletter for dates you may need to be aware of on the run up to Christmas. 
Punctuality – this week, we have had over 29 children arriving late for school and entering by the front Reception door. These late marks have been recorded between 5 and 35 minutes. Pleases can all parents make a special effort to ensure that children arrive at school on time- they should be in class before the bell goes at 8.55am as this is when the register is taken and lessons begin. Thank you for your support in this matter.   
We also have a significant number of parents arriving late to pick their child up at the end of the day or following an afterschool club. Please be aware that if this happens twice your child will be removed from the club- we no longer have the facility to put children in afterschool club as this is a private business requiring registration.
It is unfair to expect a member of staff to supervise your child at the end of their working day as they too have families to go home to- thank you again for you’re your support in this matter. 
Attendance – Congratulations to the 239 children who currently have 100% attendance, this is excellent- well done!
The classes with the best year to date average attendance are Y2D with 99%, followed by Year 6T at 98.26% and Y3E at 98.07%. Including these classes the following classes have attendance above the school target of 97% - Reception 1, Yr 2H, Yr3GW, Yr4 JL, Yr5W and Yr6CM. Well done this is excellent!
School Payments- all school payments should now be paid via School Gateway. This includes; dinner money, breakfast club money, money for trips etc. If you are having problems registering for School Gateway please speak to the office staff for support. 
New Staff Car Park – This week, I have received notification that our planning application and funding grant for a new staff car park has finally been agreed. This will enable us to move parking from the front and side of the school so that we can develop extra play space. Please be aware that there will be disruption on the road outside school with large vehicles etc. entering the old nursery site. This may affect parents dropping off and picking up at home time and we ask that you are patient and follow any road signage whilst the work is being completed. Also, please take extra care when crossing the road with your child, children must be fully supervised at all times. Once I have a start date I will let you all know. Whilst this work is being undertaken the school disabled space will be out of use.

Appropriate Chastisement - I have been asked to remind parents that appropriate chastisement in the UK does not include physical punishment. Incidents of physical punishments that leave a mark, where a belt or implement is used, or that are reported to school by a distressed child require schools to forward their concerns on to Children’s Services.  Once a concern has been forwarded Children’s Services they will then guide us how to proceed.
