Dear Parents and Carers

Important Information regarding School meals on Thursday and Friday 14th & 15th February 
On Thursday and Friday 14th and 15th February, we are having essential health and safety work undertaken in the school hall. This will mean that breakfast club for those 2 days will be held in Miss Sweeney’s class- children will still enter the school through the same external doors. 

It will also mean that children on school dinners will be given a sandwich grab bag which they will eat in class along with children who bring their own packed lunch. The work being undertaken in the hall will continue through the school holiday and on the return to school we will have a new hall ceiling and lights. 

Attendance
Congratulations to Yr2D, Yr3E, Yr4L and Year 6T who all have class attendance above the school target of 97% - well done, let’s hope you can keep this up to the end of the school year. 
Punctuality
We are still having a significant number of children arriving at school after the bell. The school bell is the signal for staff to close their doors and for learning to begin-children should not be running across the playground or entering the school via the office after the bell without a good reason. Unfortunately, the majority of times it is the same parents who are bringing their children late. The doors open at 8.45am and parents should aim to have their child/ren on the playground at this time so that they have plenty of time to come into school and get settled before lessons begin. Children who arrive at school after 9.10am have their morning mark registered as unauthorised and this may lead to a penalty warning notice or fine.  

Vomiting and diarrhoea 

If you child has a sickness and/or a diarrhoea bug they must stay off school for 48 hours after the last bout of illness, this is to avoid the spread of infection in school. If you bring your child in before then they may be sent home. 

Uniform
Thank you for ensuring that your child wears the correct school uniform. If your child has lost their tie these can be purchased from the school office. I would also like to remind parents that our school uniform policy includes black shoes or trainer without any colourful markings or soles? Please also remember that St Anne’s has a no earring policy- your child should remove their earrings prior to school, if they have just had their ears pierced they will need to be covered with plasters before coming to school- children are not allowed to go swimming with earrings in- thank you for your support in these matters!
Congratulations to our Year 1 pupils who have written some lovely poems on polar bears last week, I was also really impressed with their handwriting – well done children. Look out for some examples on twitter!
Reading
During this term, we will be working hard to promote reading across the school. We expect all children to read their reading book every night and have their reading record signed. Without good reading skills, children struggle in school and their progress is affected in all areas. Year 6 are trialling a new online reading programme which builds their reading fluency and stamina and should try to complete the comprehension exercises, at home, for ½ an hour at least 3 times a week – if they do not have access to the internet they can stay to homework club or arrangements can be made to support them before school. We are also looking for parent volunteers who can spare some time to listen to readers in school. If you are interested in volunteering, please speak to your child’s class teacher and we will make arrangements for a DBS check-once this is completed we would love to welcome you into school, as I’m sure our pupils will too. 
Pupil Surveys
Some of our pupils have recently completed a survey on the barriers which affect their learning. One area of concern, is that some children identified hunger as a barrier that affects their learning in the morning. As a result, we are looking at providing fruit for nursery and KS2 after the ½ term holiday – KS1 already have fruit which is funded via the DFE.

Until the end of July, we will be providing fruit for nursery and KS2 free of charge so that we can monitor the take up. We will then assess whether this is something we can continue to provide for free or whether a small charge per term will need to be introduced.
