Remote education provision: information for parents 
This information is intended to provide clarity and transparency to pupils and parents or carers about what to expect from remote education where national or local restrictions require entire cohorts (or bubbles) to remain at home. 
For details of what to expect where individual pupils are self-isolating, please see the final section of this page.
The remote curriculum: what is taught to pupils at home
A pupil’s first day or two of being educated remotely might look different from our standard approach, while we take all necessary actions to prepare for a longer period of remote teaching.
What should my child expect from immediate remote education in the first day or two of pupils being sent home?
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Following the first few days of remote education, will my child be taught broadly the same curriculum as they would if they were in school?
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[image: image6]Remote teaching and study time each day
How long can I expect work set by the school to take my child each day?
A weekly timetable is uploaded to Seesaw and Tapestry each week to show the sequence of learning, end points and how long each activity should take.
We expect that remote education (including remote teaching and independent work) will take pupils broadly the following number of hours each day:
	EYFS
Nursery
Reception
	4 adult supported sessions per day of 10-20 minutes. Two pre -recorded sessions of a story time and maths session. Two live lessons of phonics and story time.
Phonic sessions are delivered to small groups of children to ensure accurate feedback and support can be given. The live story session is full class session to encourage group discussion and turn taking.
Developmental play ideas provided for periods between these times. These activities are linked to the child’s current topic and cover all curriculum areas. 
Teacher instructed sessions and resources needed are posted daily on Tapestry. These link to a weekly and daily timetable.

Accessing remote education: How will my child access any online remote education you are providing?
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If my child does not have digital or online access at home, how will you support them to access remote education?
We recognise that some pupils may not have suitable online access at home. We take the following approaches to support those pupils to access remote education:

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Engagement and Feedback

How will you check whether my child is engaging with their work and how will I be informed if there are concerns?
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How will you assess my child’s work and progress?
Feedback can take many forms and may not always mean extensive written comments for individual children. For example, whole-class feedback or quizzes marked automatically via digital platforms are also valid and effective methods, amongst many others. Our approach to feeding back on pupil work is as follows:

Additional support for pupils with particular needs
How will you work with me to help my child who needs additional support from adults at home to access remote education?
We recognise that some pupils, for example some pupils with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND), may not be able to access remote education without support from adults at home. We acknowledge the difficulties this may place on families, and we will work with parents and carers to support those pupils in the following ways:
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Remote education for self-isolating pupils
Where individual pupils need to self-isolate but the majority of their peer group remains in school, how remote education is provided will likely differ from the approach for whole groups. This is due to the challenges of teaching pupils both at home and in school.
If my child is not in school because they are self-isolating, how will their remote education differ from the approaches described above? 
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Information About Remote Education at St Anne’s RC Primary


This document shares relevant information with pupils and parents or carers about how St Anne’s Primary will provide remote education. The information should support understanding of what pupils, parents and carers should expect during periods of school closure or pupil isolation relating to coronavirus (COVID-19).
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‘Just in Case’ packs were sent home in the Autumn term which include paper-based work the children can complete immediately. They also contain resources the children may need, such as workbooks, pencils, ruler etc.


Learning packs are available to collect from the school within the first day for families who do not have access to a device or Wi-Fi – packs can be collected from school or alternatively, if required, posted to households. 


Online reading activities for KS2 can be accessed immediately on the Reading Plus platform 


Requests can be made for additional support with borrowing school devices and accessing the internet at home. 


Remote online learning will be uploaded the next day on the school’s platforms: EYFS – Tapestry and KS1/KS2 – Seesaw. 


EYFS and KS1 children can access a range of reading books on Oxford Owl


KS2 children can immediately access Reading Plus and Times Tables Rock Stars





We teach the same curriculum remotely as we do in school wherever possible and appropriate. However, we have needed to make some adaptations in some subjects. 


Maths  - daily live lessons via Google Meet


Power Maths and White Rose - This is the same curriculum as taught in school and the children are familiar with the structure and the content. This is used in reception to year 6. Children have access to the Power Maths and White Rose video tutorials however, staff will assess if this is appropriate for the children and may provide prior online teaching with tailored voice instruction. Additional videos and songs may also be used. Children in KS2 also use Learning by Questions (LbQ). LbQ is a classroom App that offers immediate pupil feedback and differentiated content to supercharge learning. LbQ automatically marks and gives instant insight into lessons for effective intervention & planning. Children are provided with a range of activities as appropriate to meet need. Work is differentiated to meet the ability levels of the children in the class. Teachers assess the work within the lesson and provide verbal feedback to allow the children to embed concepts and progress towards next steps. Follow up comments may also be given to individual children via Seesaw. ‘Flashback 4’ is used (just as in school) to recap previous learning and consolidate mental arithmetic. Numbots and TT Rock Stars supplements this. 


Children in EYFS will view a pre-recorded lesson from White Rose. The session is uploaded daily to tapestry for parents to access. This is followed up by an ‘offline’ maths task, set as a play-based learning activity. The activity set is differentiated to meet the ability of the children in the class. All activities are uploaded to Tapestry and parents can post the children’s work via a written, photo or video response on their Tapestry observations.


English 


Writing – daily live lessons via Google Meet


Teaching in school follows the sequence of reading into writing by studying a text, related language features and subsequent independent writing of a range text types. It may not be possible to use specific books due to copyright laws, so alternative texts may be used. In addition to this, there will continue to be a focus on grammatical structure, spelling rules and word class identification within lessons. Children from year 2-6 will continue to teach the identified text types with the long-term plans using The Write Stuff sentence stacking approach and the children are familiar with this. 


Children in Year 1 will have a daily live Read Write Inc (RWI) phonics, reading and writing lesson. They are taught in groups closely matched to their phonic knowledge and access the full RWI hour.


Children in EYFS watch a daily pre-recorded lesson delivered by the class teacher. Each session is followed by a writing activity linked to the topic book being explored. This planned for using the EYFS long- and medium-term plans. Children’s responses are uploaded to their Tapestry observations.  








Reading – daily live lessons via Google Meet


The children in KS2 receive a daily Guided Comprehension following the same structure as in school but using a whole class approach instead of groups. Work is uploaded to SeeSaw and children receive verbal and written feedback. The school continues to use Reading Plus in KS2 in which the children read level appropriate texts. These also include questions in relation to the text read to support comprehension skills. Classes from Year 3 to Year 6 have an individual class text to support reading for pleasure and further reading studies. Children in KS2 also access to comprehension lessons and set activities on LbQ and Cracking Comprehension


In Year 2, children working on the RWI programme are grouped according to their phonic knowledge and receive 2 or 3 guided reading sessions per week using decodable books with follow-up activities posted on Seesaw. Those children who have completed the RWI programme, have one guided read per week with daily follow-up activities posted on Seesaw, using the same carousel activities the children access in school. Intervention ‘catch up’ reading lessons are offered in the afternoon.


Year 1 reading is incorporated into the RWI programme with phonics catch-up sessions being offered in the afternoon.


Alongside group and 1:1 reading, videos of quality texts are uploaded to Seesaw to promote reading for enjoyment.


Children in EYFS watch a daily pre-recorded story read by a class teacher. A live story session takes place each day. Following the story, children take part in a discussion about the text including recapping a story, making predictions, discussing characters and story settings. Children are set a daily reading challenge using the Read Write Inc story books. The challenge is differentiated to suit all abilities in the class. The task is a link to a story book accessible on the Oxford Owl website and is linked to a follow up task of questions for the parent to ask the children. 


Phonics – daily live lessons via Google Meet


Class teachers will continue to use the school’s scheme ‘Read Write Inc’. They will follow its planning; lesson structure and children receive a daily live lesson via Google Meet. Teachers will provide the children with feedback within the lesson and plan their next lesson accordingly. 


RE 


The curriculum will continue to follow the units of the ‘Come and See’ scheme of work and is taught through live lessons, pre-recorded ppts and independent application. Pupils are set reflective questions to consider and have the option to answer these written or orally. This allows teachers to give meaningful feedback, whether to individual pupils or whole-class, and ensures that pupils have grasped the key knowledge and have the opportunity to apply their learning to their own life.


We have weaved the ‘Caritas in Action, Catholic social teaching programme into the Come and see units. This provides our children with a better knowledge and understanding of the social justice issues in the UK. It promotes a greater awareness of the Social Teaching of the Catholic Church and gives our children an understanding of human life and dignity as people who are made in the image and likeness of God. 














Geography


The Geography curriculum follows the same content and is taught through live lessons, pre-recorded ppts and independent application. Knowledge organisers and quizzes are used as well as identifying areas on a map. The school uses Oak Academy where appropriate for recorded teaching to explain elements of the Geography National Curriculum. In addition to this, children will have links to specific webpages, videos and songs to support learning. Field work may be limiting, however learning outside will be expected such as when teaching weather and seasons, with the support of parents. 


History 


The History curriculum follows the same content and is taught through live lessons, pre-recorded ppts and independent application. The school uses Oak Academy for where appropriate for recorded teaching to explain elements of the History National Curriculum. In addition to this, children will have links to specific webpages, videos and songs to support learning. 


Design and Technology


D&T lessons will be adapted for remote education and will focus on knowledge, key skills and vocabulary that the children can experience and adapt to a range of activities and is taught through live lessons, pre-recorded ppts and independent application. Food preparation is encouraged and teachers will set skills to learn in relation to this and explain how it can be achieved. This may be supported with Oak Academy links. In addition to this, teachers will upload projects from Darrel Wakelam to complete with recycled materials and objects found at home. Additional resources for projects, such as masking tape, will be made available for collection from the school.


Art and Design


Art lessons will be adapted for remote education as not all households will have access to the equipment needed for printing, painting, textiles and sculpture and is taught through live lessons, pre-recorded ppts and independent application. Children will focus on the knowledge of the topic they would normally be covering in school. Children will write responses to questions related to the topic, artist, movement etc and where possible create their own artwork.


PSHE 


The PSHE curriculum follows the same content where appropriate (sensitive topics will be taught when the children return to school) and is taught through live lessons, pre-recorded ppts and independent application. The same topics will be followed as specified in the long term plan. To supplement the PSHE lessons, reference will be made to the ‘Zones of Regulation' and may include an additional activity. Well-being of our children and families continues to be a priority and we provide a range of activities which do not require screens.








Science 


The curriculum will focus on knowledge and practical lessons where appropriate, and is taught through live lessons, pre-recorded ppts and independent application. Teachers will make use of videos on Oak Academy and BBC Bitesize, where appropriate. Tasks will be uploaded onto Seesaw for the children to complete. Teachers will encourage children to work scientifically with adapted tasks for the home, however some of these skills will be best taught when we are back in school due to resources and equipment. To mirror usual practice, teachers may use odd one out, Positive Minus Interesting, big questions as an additional activity to promote discussions and scientific thinking. Teachers will provide feedback to the children through Seesaw or verbally in the live lessons and plan their next steps accordingly. 


Computing 


The curriculum will focus on knowledge and practical lessons where appropriate, and is taught through live lessons, pre-recorded ppts and independent application. The focus will be more on the use of the digital platforms to create, organise, store, manipulate and retrieve digital content. E-safety will continue as a thread throughout to ensure safety while accessing online digital education and search engines. The KS2 curriculum will be supported through the use of Oak Academy, where appropriate. 


PE 


The curriculum will focus on knowledge and practical lessons where appropriate, and is taught through live lessons, pre-recorded ppts and independent application. Children will engage in physical activity through a sustained period of time by completing the daily mile and the three Home Learning Challenges every day. Personal bests recorded each day to support leading an active life. Activities include: running, jumping, catching, and throwing but in insolation. 


Latin


The curriculum will focus on knowledge and practical lessons where appropriate, and is taught through live lessons, pre-recorded ppts and independent application. In addition to this, children will have links to specific webpages, videos and songs to support learning.


Music 


Music will continue to be taught by our specialist teachers through One Education via Google Meets. The curriculum has been adapted for remote education.

 Agreement with the school is signed for the loan and use of the device for online access at home to the digital remote education. 


 Children without access to online materials will be supported through the loan of a school device, if available. Laptops and iPads will be prioritised to Pupil Premium families and those with more than one child (limited number available) 


 Dongles and sim cards with internet access can be loaned to those families struggling to access wi-fi


 Agreement signed for appropriate use. 


 Communication with the class teacher for additional printed materials will support and practise previous learning. 


.  Additional paper learning materials and work can be returned to school and will be followed by phone calls for feedback.








Some examples of our remote teaching approaches:


live teaching (online lessons)


recorded teaching (e.g. Oak National Academy lessons, video/audio recordings made by teachers)


printed paper packs produced by teachers (e.g. workbooks, worksheets)


textbooks and reading books pupils have at home


commercially available websites supporting the teaching of specific subjects or areas, including video clips or sequences


Timetables will be uploaded to class SeeSaw accounts.


EYFS: Nursery: Daily timetable uploaded to Tapestry. These activities will need parental support. Links to videos and recordings will support content. 


Reception: Daily timetable uploaded to Tapestry. Phonics sessions daily for 20 minutes via Google Meets.

Daily lessons on google meets phonics, story and discussion session. Independent activities covering one of the seven areas of learning of the EYFS curriculum set on Tapestry.


Pre-recorded maths and story sessions posted on Tapestry


Daily reading Read Write inc Ditty books 


Additional work packs and resources can be requested/suggested to support learning

 Children and families should follow the class timetable set out on the digital remote platforms. On here, teachers will set out the day’s live learning, independent tasks and timings. 


 Class teachers will be online daily to provide feedback throughout the day (9am – 3pm) as children engage in live lessons and complete the work set - they can also communicate though Tapestry or Seesaw platform. 


 Whilst we are not in school, it is expected that all children will engage with remote learning as part of their education and establishing a schedule will support their routines and engagement – see the class timetable. 


 Children, with parental support if appropriate, need to log on each day to access the day’s learning. 


 Teachers will work in partnership with parents to suggest timetables to suit their child and access. Calls to families will support this and parents should contact the school if they have any concerns regarding their child’s learning and engagement.


 Children will special educational needs, including those with EHCPs, can discuss individualised resources to support their child with the class teacher and the school SENDCo. 


 If parents experience difficulties with remote learning and their child is not accessing the school’s platforms, then the school will contact parents to discuss this further.  





 Immediate feedback is given during live lessons, verbally or written through the chat function


 Work is checked daily on Seesaw and Tapestry and feedback given. 


 Teachers oversee log in and active engagement with the online platforms. 


 Calls with parents to discuss progress and access. 


 Email/text messages/phone calls to parents 


 Home visits





 Individual children will have access to additional resources as suggested by the class teacher and SENDCo and will address targets detailed in their ISP. 


 Children with specific difficulties e.g. Dyslexia may be provided with a bespoke method of teaching in consultation with other professionals e.g. apps. Support is provided to assist parents with the delivery of this. 


 EP and SALT assessments will still take place but assessments and consultations may be carried out remotely. Our Speech and Language therapist will contact families when a referral regarding speech or language has been received and begin the process of offering support to the child. This starts with a telephone conversation with parents/carers to get case history. The therapist will then liaise with the class teacher to put together a plan/resources/activity that can be used to support the child whilst they are remote learning. This is also shared with parents.


 Pupils and families are signposted to specific language and communication resources from SALT and the LA. Our link therapist is available to support with this. The LA has provided a range of resources that has been shared with teachers so they will provide this for your child if necessary.  Interventions will be set up to meet need, these may be on a one to one basis or in a small group.


 The SENDCo receives feedback from the sessions and disseminates accordingly. 


 School places available to support families and children and those with an EHCP 


 Children may be directed to Oak Academy lessons that are a different year group to their own.  This is to ensure that they can access the lesson independently and will give them confidence to achieve the objectives.

 In the first instance children will have a learning packs to consolidate previous learning and are provided when the child leaves school that day. These can also be collected from the school office. Loan request of device if needed. 


 A suggested timetable will follow on your child’s Sew Saw/Tapestry platform 


 Nursery/Reception – 2 learning activities and a link to Read Write inc pre-recorded phonic session will be posted on Tapestry each day.


  KS1/KS2 - Maths and English will be uploaded each day on Seesaw and follow the curriculum in school – teachers will feedback at the end of the school day. A range of subjects will be set with recorded lessons from Oak Academy that link with the school’s curriculum.
