	Literacy -   
Comprehension    

	Enjoy songs and rhymes, tuning in and paying attention.

Join in with songs and rhymes, copying sounds, rhythms, tunes and tempo.

Say some of the words in songs and rhymes.

Copy finger movements and other gestures.

Sing songs and say rhymes independently, for example, singing whilst playing.

Enjoy sharing books with an adult.

Pay attention and responds to the pictures or the words.

Have favourite books and seeks them out, to share with an adult, with another child, or to look at alone.

Repeat words and phrases from familiar stories.

Ask questions about the book. Makes comments and shares their own ideas.

Develop play around favourite stories using props.


	Demonstrate understanding of what has been read to them by retelling stories using their own words and recently introduced vocabulary.

Can draw pictures of characters/ event

/ setting in a story.

Listen to stories, accurately anticipating key events & respond to what they hear with relevant comments, questions and reactions. Make predictions.
Can point to front cover, back cover, spine, blurb, illustration, illustrator, author and title.

	Literacy –
Word Reading

Phonics
	Develop their phonological awareness, so that they can:

- spot and suggest rhymes

- count or clap syllables in a word

- recognise words with the same initial sound, such as money and mother Engage in extended conversations about stories, learning new vocabulary

Use some of their print and letter knowledge in their early writing. For example: writing a pretend shopping list that starts at the top of the page; write ‘m’ for mummy.

Write some or all of their name.


	Phonic Sounds: Letters and Sounds - Little Wandle individual groups - and catch up groups.

Reading: Reading CVC words confidently.

Say a sound for each letter in the alphabet. Read words consistent with their phonic knowledge by sound-blending; Read aloud simple sentences and books that are consistent with their phonic knowledge, including some common exception words.
Practice reading sessions x3 
-autumn 1 – discussion books 

-autumn 2 – simple words and sentences 

	Mathematics


	Have a deep understanding of number to 10, including the composition of each number.


	listening to number stories and learning number rhymes and songs.
Counting, recognising numbers, ordering numbers, problem solving and comparing groups of objects.

Playing number games and carrying out creative activities with reference to numbers 1-10.

Comparing the weight of objects and exploring length by comparing long and short objects.

Start to learn the days of the week and months of the year.
Begin to have a depth of numbers within 20:

Verbally count beyond 20. Explore numbers and strategies. Recognise and extend patterns.

Apply number, shape and measures knowledge.

Count forwards and backwards.
Subitise up to 5.

Automatically recall (without reference to rhymes, counting or other aids) number bonds up to 5 (including subtraction facts).

	Communication and Language is developed throughout the year through high quality speaking and listening interactions, daily group discussions, sharing circles, PSHE sessions, story sessions, singing, speech and language
Interventions (NELLIE), assemblies and daily interventions.
Understand how to listen carefully and why listening is important.

	Personal, Social and Emotional Development
	Building Relationships: Throughout the year children will work towards forming relationships with the adults and their peers. They will begin to understand how relationships are formed and show an ability to show sensitivity to other’s needs. Playing both team games and board games play an important role in the Reception year. This enables the children to understand turn taking and working cooperatively.
	Managing Self:

Forming relationships through play and interest led activities.
Talking about feelings through stories and classroom situations. 

Talking about the rules that we already know, why they are needed and creating our own.
Talking about the importance of good personal hygiene, especially the importance of handwashing.
Discuss why we take turns, wait politely, and tidy up after ourselves.

World

	Talk about members of their immediate family and community.

Name and describe people who are familiar to them.

Recognise that people have different beliefs and celebrate special times in different ways.

Describe what they see, hear and feel whilst outside.


	People, Culture and Communities:
Compare similarities and differences in relation to ourselves and look at how they have grown and changed since they were babies, making a collection of verbs as we talk about change.

Talk about special times and celebrations – birthdays, Harvest Festival.

Look at features of our local area when we go on a walk. 
Collect words from our trip that help to describe our locality – semi-detached/detached, busy/quiet, zebra crossing, trees, community, parish, church, shops, police station. 

Discuss how we can improve our area – litter.

We will start to learn about people who help us, e.g. Paramedic, Community Police, Firefighters, role-play and visiting members of the different jobs will help us.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                      
The Natural World

Seasons – Autumn – differences and changes over time – weather, animals/  plants.
Explore the natural world around them, making observations and drawing pictures of animals and plants.
Understand some important processes and changes in the natural world around them, including the seasons and changing states of matter.

	Expressive Arts and Design


	Develop storylines in their pretend play.

Sing in a group or on their own, increasingly matching the pitch and following the melody.

Create collaboratively sharing ideas, resources and skills.

Explore and engage in music making and dance, performing solo or in groups.
	Creating with Materials:

Developing their own role- play, resources will be added that support the children’s interests.
The children will explore line, colour and texture through paint, collage, mark making and exploratory tasks. 

Draw/paint our portraits and look at famous artists who liked to do that (Vincent Van Gogh, Picasso).

Safely use and explore a variety of materials, tools and techniques, experimenting with colour, design, texture, form and function.

Share their creations, explaining the process they have used.

Make use of props and materials when role playing characters in narratives and stories.

Being Imaginative and Expressive:

Musical instruments will be available to encourage the children to develop moving to sounds/music.

Explore how sounds can be changed using musical instruments.

Combining music and gesture in response to stories and poems.

Use music and dance to explore emotions.
Invent, adapt and recount narratives and stories with peers and teacher.

Sing a range of well-known nursery rhymes and songs.

Perform songs, rhymes, poems and stories with others, and – when appropriate – try to move in time with music.
