Please use your child’s diary as a communication tool.  You can tell us about your child’s achievements, let us know about appointments and of course tick or comment when you have enjoyed sharing your child’s reading book with them. 

At the back of your child’s home/school diary, there are lists of high frequency or ‘tricky’ words. These are ongoing words that the children learn throughout their primary school education. Your child will start to learn these words during their Reception year. We highlight five words which we would like your child to focus on learning both at home and in school. Once they are confident recalling these words, we will then highlight more words. 

Please feel free to make your own flashcards at home, playing games and having fun whilst learning the words. These flashcards can be kept at home and used to continuously reinforce their learning. Whilst you will obviously focus on the set words, it will really help your child if you continually look over the previously learnt words; this will consolidate their learning. Please could we ask you not to tick them yourselves, as once we feel your child can ‘quick recall’ the words without sounding them out, we will then tick them as complete. If there are any comments or observations which you would like to tell us about, please feel free to record these in the diary.
