· PARTITIONING – this could be done with different numbers and will help your child understand how a number can be partitioned in different ways. I have listed suggestions below but please try your own ideas.
· When ready help your child to record each partition as a number sentence, 4+2=6
Explore different ways of partitioning the number six.

Activities could include:

· arranging 6 toys onto 2 mats (4 on one mat and 2 on the other)

· throwing 6 soft objects towards a hoop or cushion (1 in the hoop and 5 outside)

· knocking down 6 skittles or plastic bottles (3 down and 3 still standing), repeat

· throwing two dice and trying to score 6 

· putting 6 spots on a ladybird (2 spots on one side and 4 on the other) - draw a large ladybird and add large spots.

· collect 6 toys find different ways to partition them.

Subtracting activities
Find 10 objects, take turns with your child to hide some of the objects, the important part here is to repeat what has happened, for example, we had 10 you took away …… now we have …….. left and repeat. 

This activity could be repeated throughout the week with different numbers.
When ready record as a subtraction number sentence, 10-1=9
