Our Year 7 students have begun their Accelerated Reader Journey. This begins with a “Star Reading”
test, which gives us an idea of their individual comfort reading level. From this we will be able to guide our
students towards appropriate reading material.

We politely request that you please bear with us, until after
half-term, when our students will have a clearer idea of what to expect from the Accelerated Reader
Programme.
