America is located within the world. This will include the location and characteristics 

of the most significant human and physical features; particularly the Amazon Rainfor-

est.  We will develop our use of geographical knowledge, understanding and skills to 

enhance their locational and place knowledge.  

By the end of the topic  we will be able to… 

• Locate the world’s countries, using maps, concentrating on their environmental 

regions, key physical and human characteristics, countries, and major cities 

• Identify the position and significance of latitude, longitude, Equator, Northern 

Hemisphere, Southern Hemisphere, the Tropics of Cancer and Capricorn, Arctic 

and Antarctic Circle, the Prime/Greenwich Meridian and time zones (including 

day and night) 

• Describe and understand key aspects of physical geography, including: climate 

zones, biomes and vegetation belts, rivers, mountains, volcanoes and earth-

quakes, and the water cycle.
