Working towards accreditation in Functional Skills Money handling: looking at different sports: football, hockey, rugby, Olympic sports, swimming etc. Exchanging coins and notes for tickets, going to local shops / cafes / using public transport/ museums etc to practise money handling skills Number: sensory stories / songs around numbers of balls adding on and taking away Geometry & Measure: exploring shapes of equipment, Mapping journeys, positioning of key locations etc, observing and exploring shapes in the environment, making patterns, investigating size and distances. Measuring distances, lengths / widths of vehicles, identifying and using corrects units of measures. (Cookery = measuring).
