MATHS


Maths: Zoo Animals Working towards accreditation in Functional Skills and / or OCR Cambridge progression. Statistics: tally charts and bar graphs of favoured animals / zoo’s etc Money handling: looking at costs of toys in the zoo shop / food / habitats, exchanging coins and notes for objects, going to local shops / cafes / zoo / wildlife parks / museums etc to practise money handling skills Number: sensory stories / songs around numbers of animals adding on and taking away (e.g. 10 monkeys, walking through the jungle etc) Geometry & Measure: exploring zoo cages, maps of parks, positioning of animals/key locations etc, observing and exploring shapes in the environment, making patterns, investigating size, weighing animals / toys / objects. (Cookery = measuring)

Practise developing fine motor skills and coordination through activities such as sewing.
