FREE SCHOOL MEALS  

INFORMATION 
 
 
All children in Reception, Year 1 and Year 2 are      entitled to universal free school meals. However, some fami-
lies who are on low income and  meet a certain criteria, are also eligible for supermarket shopping vouchers dur-
ing school holidays and free holiday club places. Eligible families will continue to receive free school meals after 
Year 2. 
 
Some families with children in Key Stage 1 do not claim as they are already getting free school meals, 
however they are missing out on the other benefits so please double check.
