Where are we?  

Children will study where they are in the world. They 
learn about oceans around the UK and the 4 countries 
that make up the UK. The children will learn about the 
continent of Europe. They will use maps and begin to 
create their own using aerial images. They will locate 
their home, city, county and country.

Exploring different ways of joining fabrics before 
creating their own hand puppets based upon char-
acters from a well - known fairytale. Children work 
to develop their technical skills of cutting, gluing, 

stapling and pinning.

We will be exploring soundscapes and volume.  

Computing-  iModel 

In this unit pupils explore how computer models work and 
understand they can be used to represent real or imaginary 
environments, situations and scenarios.  

We will be learning about shapes and pat-
terns. This chapter looks at different types of 
2D shapes and some basic 3D shapes. It co-
vers the properties of basic 2D shapes and 
some solid shapes.  

We will also be learning about height and 
length.. This chapter looks at comparing 
lengths and describe whether something is 
taller, shorter or longer. We will measure two 
objects for comparison using items and body 
parts, before moving on to measuring using a 
ruler. 

Sensitive Bodies - Familiarising themselves with 
the basic parts of the human body, children in-
vestigate their senses through stimulating expe-
riences that highlight how we interact with the 
world around us. They develop an understand-
ing of the importance of our senses and how 
science can support those who have lost sensory 
function.
