Year 4 Class Information
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Reading Books are changed once they have been read and all books are checked Wednesday each week. 

Please help your child to practise their reading book every night (just a few pages or a short story) and sign and date the blue record book, showing the page reached or book finished. 

There is room to write a comment about your child’s reading if you wish. THE CHILDREN NEED THEIR READING BOOKS IN SCHOOL EVERY DAY.
PE lessons are held on Wednesday and Thursday. Please make sure that your child has the full PE Kit in school, kept in a PE bag, hung on their coat peg.  Please try to ensure your children do not have their earrings in on these days.
PE Kit consists of: House T shirt, shorts, pumps or trainers, sweatshirt and jogging bottoms (for Outdoor activities during the Autumn / Early Spring Term).
Homework will be given each week. Please check that your child completes this and returns it to school on time. Please go through your child’s homework with them if at all possible, as this shows the child that their parents know that homework is important and are checking that it is done.

Please make sure that your child has the equipment they need for Homework – a pencil, pen, ruler, glue stick and crayons and a quiet place to work, at a table if possible.

Occasionally the Homework set will be an activity for the child to do together with an adult e.g. an activity linked to Topic Work.

If you have any difficulty in understanding what is expected from Homework set, please contact me, or you can comment at the end of the piece of work. 
In Year 4 each week, children will have the following homework to complete:

· A Weekly Spellings Frame Test to revise
(New Tests are set on a Thursday, and need to be completed by the following Fridday)

Please help your child to learn the spellings by playing the games on spelling frame and doing a practice test being doing the actual test. They can complete the test as many times as they want to. The spelling tests will consist of a number of the words from the Year 3 and 4 spellings list. Children may also get a highlighted list of words they need to learn from previous years, which they need to learn at home in order to help improve both their reading and writing.
· Comprehension and Maths Book Homework
Each week the children will complete both a comprehension and maths fluency homework in their workbooks. These will be marked every Wednesday morning as a whole class activity. 
· Multiplication Tables
(Tested Daily)

(2x, 5x, 10x, 3x, 4x, 9x,6x,8x,11x,12x)

Please practise multiplication tables and number bonds with your child regularly. Our aim is for children to know their multiplication facts and number bonds with instant recall i.e. give the answer within 3 seconds by the end of the Spring Term.
