Please can | also remind you of the importance of children being in school ready to start the day at 8.55am. | have noticed that we have had a number of
children arriving after the official start of the school day at 8.55. Remember being late for school can have many negative consequences including:

° Missed learning: Every moment a child is late is a moment of missed learning as the child will have missed the teachers instructions and teach-
ing.

° Disrupted class: A late arrival can disrupt the class and delay learning for everyone.

° Embarrassment: Children may feel embarrassed about entering the classroom late.

° Stress: Children who arrive late may be stressed and take a while to settle into their day.

° Lower grades: Frequent lateness is associated with lower grades and lower scores on standardized tests.

° Anxiety: Lateness can create anxiety for those children arriving late.

° Confusion for your child as work or activities might have been started.
