My Grandad’s dad served in the Fleet Air Arm and flew in a Fairy Swordfish, he wanted to be a pilot, but he had bad hearing, so he became a navigator and rear gunner. Unfortunately, whilst on a training exercise in Arbroath there was a mid-air collision killing all, on both planes. My great Grandad was 25 when he died leaving behind my great Grandma and my Grandad as a baby.
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Lance Corporal Jack Jones 
My Nanny‘s dad served in the Royal Engineers and was an Engineer and driver in Germany and France, he was a Bat Man (a soldier assigned to an officer as their assistant) to Field Marshal Montgomery. My Great Grandad also drove a half track truck, which unfortunately killed 5 of his men when they drove over a mine, which injured him, but he survived and after months in hospital returned home.
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Leading Aircraft Man Harry Bright
