· Staff – After feedback from the staff it was identified that not knowing/having correct kit was having a detrimental effect on their confidence in delivering PE. By providing staff with correct PE kit, their confidence will be improved resulting in an improvement in the quality of PE being delivered.

· Pupils – The pupils will recognise the importance of correct PE kit for lessons and activities as they will see the staff as role models who wear the correct PE kit for lessons

· Pupils – the number of children that will have access to participate in inter-school sports will increase with a focus on increasing the number of girls, SEND and PP children participating.



· Pupils – children who find that they need more time to meet the expected standard for end of KS2 in swimming will be provided with extra lessons to try and ensure that they leave KS2 with the skills to swim 25m and complete basic water safety activities.


· Staff – staff will be more skilled in delivering a broad curriculum including OAA.

· Pupils – children will have access to a broad range of activities and opportunity to participate in sports and activities they may not have had before
