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Intent
Homework is to enable children to practise skills that they have been taught within that week or Term, we give children tasks that enable them to improve their fluency, confidence as well as support deeper and more fluent recall.  Homework also enables children to develop a sense of responsibility for their own learning.  We provide a diet of homework that blends these different purposes.  We provide routine questions (fluency,challenge)-like those we practise in class as well as knowledge retrieval (spellings, factual recall).

Homework Expectations 
· Term 1 - Term 6 
· Worksheets to be stuck into homework book
· Homework to be closely linked to the skills covered in school that week 
· Homework and Reading Books to be given out on Friday and collected in on Wednesday
· Additional half term projects can be set as appropriate
· If a child has not completed homework-this is to be completed as Early Morning Task, Break Time (Note:There is an offer of Homework support Club for children who may need it)
