Year 4 visit to The Open Centre, Derby – Thursday 23rd April 2026

As part of the KS2 curriculum, our children in Year 4 will be visiting The Open Centre in Derby. Children will need to bring a packed lunch from home, no cans or bottles of fizzy pop. Children who are in receipt of free school meals can order a packed lunch from school.
