INFORMATION ON YOUR CHILD’S FORM, HEAD OF YEAR AND PASTORAL HEAD OF YEAR: 
12th June 
 
You will receive information on your child’s form, form tutor, Head of Year and 
Pastoral Head of year, with opportunities to meet them at our Induction Evening. You 
will also receive a transition booklet with detailed information you will need as we 
support your child through this transition process. 

 

PIZZA AND DANCE EVENT: 18th June  
 
For students that are the only ones from their primary school joining us in September, 
we host a pizza and dance event that allows parents/carers and students to get to 
know one another before our induction day.  

 

SEND INDUCTION DAY AND TRANSITION MORNINGS:  
 
Prior to Induction Day in July, we will be inviting our SEND pupils in for an initial and 
additional SEND Induction Day on Monday 29th June. This will be in coordination with 
primary schools. We aim for this day to give our SEND pupils additional support prior to 
our main Induction Day, so our SEND pupils have met key staff, visited our campus 
and feel more confident with our provision and support.  
 
We will also be inviting our SEND parents in for additional transition mornings on 30th 
and 1st July to give further information on how we will support your child’s transition to 
TKS.
