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English

This half term in Year 7 English, our students are studying ‘Uncle Montague’s Tales of Terrors’,
focusing on exploring conventions of the Gothic genre, identifying language features and
analysing their effects.

You can help them with this topic at home by:

e  Engaging with their Essential Knowledge Cover Sheet, asking your child about the
key concepfs, key vocabulary and big ideas they are exploring

e Visiting examples of Gothic architecture in and around Manchester, such as John
Rylands Library

e Reading other Gothic but age-appropriate texts with them so they experience the
wider conventions of the genre, such as ‘Dark Souls’ by Paula Morris or ‘Thirteen
Chairs’ by Dave Shelton

e Reading for (at least) 20 minutes a day with your child

This half ferm in Year 7 Maths, our students are studying place value and proportion. They will
consolidate their understanding of the number system and place value fo include decimals,
fractions and percentages.

e Regularly practise fimes tables as they are the building blocks of mathematics
