Dear KS3 parents and carers,

On Friday 31st January, you will receive your child’s progress report, designed to give you detailed
information and insight into your child’s progress this academic year thus far. We are reporting on the
following areas of each subject, informing you of whether your child is working, expected, greater depth of
mastery in each area.

1. Acquire: How well your child has acquired and can recall essential knowledge taught
2. Apply: How well your child can apply this knowledge in different contexts including class work and

milestone assessment
3. Approach: How well your child engages in the classroom, their readiness to learn, engagement with

home learning and uptake of opportunities to enrich their understanding.
4. Attend: Your child’s attendance and punctuality to each subject lesson
5. Aspire: Your child’s target grade

For this reporting moment in time, we are not reporting on ‘Attain’ as this will be reported in the summer
term once students have completed end of year assessments.

SA: Student absence
