3. Approach: How well your child engages in the classroom, their readiness to learn, engagement with

home learning and uptake of opportunities to enrich their understanding.
4. Attend: Your child’s attendance and punctuality to each subject lesson
5. Attain: Your child’s performance in their milestone assessments. This will be reported as the GCSE,

or equivalent, grade
6. Aspire: Your child’s target grade

TA: Teacher absence
SA: Student absence
