Human Development Index (HDI) - A development indicator that combines Life Expectancy, Literacy rate and GDP per capita to give countries a score between 0 (least developed) and 1 (most developed). Norway has a HDI ranking of 0.954 (1) and Niger 0.377 (189).  The UK has a HDI ranking of 0.920 (15).





The Development Gap – Economic factors, World trade, Physical factors and Historical factors have all resulted in some countries remaining undeveloped. 





Sustainable Development Goals – In 2015 the United Nations Member States agreed on 17 targets that aim to end poverty and other deprivations with strategies that improve health and education, reduce inequality, and spur economic growth – all while tackling climate change and working to preserve our oceans and forests.





Globalisation – Improvements in transportation, Freedom of Trade, Improvements in communications and Labour availability and skills have all influenced the process of globalisation.





Transnational companies (TNCs) – They often have factories in countries that are not as economically developed because labour and raw materials are cheaper. Offices and headquarters tend to be located in HICs. Examples of TNCs include McDonalds, Apple, Nike and Shell.
