There are some irregular verbs which don’t follow the same rules as regular perfect tense verbs. Here

are some examples...

Irregular Verbs which take ‘avoir’

avoir 2eu (had)
boire = bu (drunk)

comprendre = compris (understood)

connaitre = connu (known)
croire = cru (believed)
devoir = di (had to)

dire = dit (said)

écrire 2 écrit (written)

étre > été (been)

faire - fait (done)

lire 2 lu (read)

mettre = mis (put)

ouvrir =2 ouvert (opened)
pouvoir = pu (been able to)
prendre - pris (taken)
savoir = su (known)

voir = vu (seen)

vouloir = voulu (wanted)

Venir = venu (came)
Naitre = né (been born)
Mourir = mort (died)
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
