Key Facts 

World War II lasted six years. 

Great Britain had two prime ministers during 
the war: Neville Chamberlain and Winston 
Churchill. 
This was the second world war of the 20th 
century. The first took place between 1914 and 
1918. 

Some countries, such as Spain and Switzerland,  
were neutral and didn’t get involved in the war. 

The Battle of Britain was the first ever battle 
to be fought only in the air using planes. 

Churchill was knighted on the 24th April 1953
