This is guidance on how to use the home learning resources prepared by the school.

o Staff will set tasks for core subjects each day, these may be linked to a PowerPoint or a link

to a video tutorial.

o Staff will set projects, challenges and set learning or tasks for wider curriculum and the arts.
e Children and parents should mark and assess the work themselves (some answers will be

provided).

e There is NO NEED TO PRINT. Children can view on a screen and copy questions and/or

answers onto paper or in books.

e Children should date their work to keep an accurate record.

Communication

Each day we will add a post to Tapestry giving you at least one Wow writing picture, topic, maths,
phonics and a talking time activity to do at home each day. We are asking that parents do these
activities with your child and upload a post on to Tapestry.

We may post other things like stories or pictures for you to use with your child.

Reading
Each day we expect parents to read a story with their child and ask questions like:

*What do you think the story is about? (Looking at the front Cover)
*What do you think will happen next/ at the end?

*What happened in the story?

*What happened at the beginning?

*What happened at the end?

*Who are the characters?

*How did the character feel when...?

We also expect the children to read a page from their reading book each day. The children need to
be encouraged to use their sounds. When they have finished their reading book please ask some
guestions about the story.

You could also write a simple sentence on a piece of paper for your child to read.

Writing
Each day we expect the children to write over their name and copy the letters underneath. Learn to
write a new letter in their name each week.

For those children who can write their name, they can learn to write their middle and last names.

We will also post a Wow write picture and children will need to write a sentence about the picture.
This can be written in their homework book.

Please add a post to Tapestry of the writing each day.

Maths
Each day we will send home a maths activity for you to complete. Please see the daily Tapestry post
for this.

Topic
Each day we will send home a topic activity for you to complete. Please see the daily Tapestry post
for this.

Phonics
Each day we will send home a Phonics activity for you to complete. Please see the daily Tapestry
post for this.

Exercise
In the suggested timetable we have put 2 points in the day where you can go and do some exercise,
go outdoors, look at the environment around you, do a just dance for kids YouTube video.

We have also added in time on the timetable for you to complete one of the activities from the app
