	Art and Design

	INTENT

(What we want pupils to learn and why – curriculum design – how and why it is sequenced the way it is)
	Aims: what big ideas do we want OUR pupils to come out with from this subject.
	At Thrunscoe Primary Academy we believe that ‘Every child is an artist’ Pablo Picasso. Our art and design curriculum aims to: 
· inspire all our pupils to develop their ability and confidence to experiment and invent their own works of art
· introduce all our pupils to a range of creative works of artists across cultures and through history
· give all our pupils every opportunity to express their thoughts and ideas and to develop an appreciation for human creativity. 
We believe drawing is a fundamental and versatile skill which our pupils will need throughout their lives. Drawing is a form of communication that preceded writing and that continues to serve as another form of communication. Drawings can do amazing things. They can tell stories, educate, inspire, reveal, entertain and inform. We aim to practice drawing skills regularly and these are outlined in our depth thread.


	
	Organisation of curriculum and sequencing:
	Our scheme supports pupils to meet the National Curriculum end of key stage attainment targets. We primarily use the KAPOW scheme and supplement this where appropriate with elements from Access Art.
Five strands run throughout our scheme of work: 
· Generating ideas
· Using sketchbooks
· Making skills, including formal elements (line, shape, tone, texture, pattern, colour)
· Knowledge of artists
· Evaluating and analysing
Units of lessons are sequential. Children build their skills and knowledge applying them to a range of outcomes. Formal elements are woven throughout units. Key skills are revisited with increasing complexity in a spiral curriculum model. Units are organised into four core areas: drawing, painting, sculpture and 3D and craft and design.
All our pupils study three art and design units each academic year. Lessons take place bi-weekly on alternate weeks to D.T. 
Children also get regular practice at drawing skills using the key learning depth thread document.
Teachers are expected to use Kapow to access good quality units of work which show progression across the key stages.
We use spaced retrieval so that children can remember their learning and build on their understanding. This approach aims to reduce cognitive overload for our pupils. Key vocabulary for every unit is identified for pupils to focus upon with their teacher and use during lessons.

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	IMPLEMENTATION

(How the curriculum -  inc. cultural capital - is taught and assessed so our children develop knowledge, skills, understanding & SHINE)
	Teaching & adapting to learners needs:
	Gaps are identified through unit assessments, discussions, assessment for learning in lessons by referring to the success criteria, outcomes of retrieval practice and planned learning adapted to address misconceptions/ gaps.
Adaptations can simply be adapted questions, scaffolds, additional/less instructions, resources/ scale of work/ adult support... There are suggested adaptations for children needing additional support each lesson in the individual lesson plans.
Everyone has access to the art and design curriculum at the same pace.
Support is provided to those pupils as and when they require it.
Questions and tasks are used to deepen learning and there are suggested adaptations for children working at greater depth for each lesson in the individual lesson plans too.


	
	What, How and When we assess learning
	Teachers are expected to use the ‘curriculum on a sheet’ document to guide retrieval practice during lessons (this could be through low stake quizzes, questioning using a think pair share approach, unit front covers to assess against, discussions with pupils about their work, during experimentation with techniques/ mediums and ‘show me’ tasks to demonstrate knowledge and skills.

	
	How and when we make links to other subjects:
	Links are made with literacy when publishing best pieces of written work which are illustrated using and applying art skills.
Links are made with I.C.T. when pupils create digital art.
Links are made with science when drawing diagrams.


	
	Cultural capital – visit / visitors / clubs
	We ensure that at least one club an academic year is art based.
We invite local artists of different gender, culture and age into school to enrich our curriculum or join webinars online. For example, we have worked with Mr Hai Shuet Yeung, Eve Leoni and Pam Buck and done an online webinar with Steven Lenton. This demonstrated to our pupils that art is a viable career choice and gives pupil’s real life role models.
We participate in local competitions and Year 6 pupils have visited local art exhibitions showcasing some of the pupils work to celebrate their achievements.

	Foundation stage: by the end of foundation stage children will:
· Safely use and explore a variety of materials, tools and techniques,
· Experiment with colour, design, texture, form and function.
· Share their creations, explaining the process they have used.

After the implementation of the academy’s Art and design curriculum, pupils will leave our academy equipped with a range of techniques and the confidence and creativity to form a strong foundation of their Art and design learning at KS3 and beyond. They will also be able to enjoy and appreciate art throughout their lives. The expected impacts of following the academy’s Art curriculum is that pupils will: 
· Produce creative work.
· Be proficient in drawing
· Evaluate and analyse creative works.
· Know about great artists and designers.
· Meet the end of key stage expectations outlined in the National curriculum for Art and design. 

Tools used to monitor are:
· Pupil and staff voice tells us what is working well and areas for development.
· Art council meetings offer pupils ideas 
· Book looks alongside discussion with pupils
· Termly standards reports report to governors findings from monitoring and evaluation and progress made in subject action plan.
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
