Maths

our reasoning and problem solving skills. Other areas of mathematics 

we will cover include: translation, reflections, co-ordinates, 2-D and 3-

D shapes, bar and line graphs and pie charts.  

There will also be the opportunity for Year 6 pupils to access 

mathematics booster session after school, beginning in February 

2023.   

PE 
We will continue to refine our invasion skills, built upon 
through the Autumn term.

Computing 
We will complete our unit on spreadsheets, which will 
involve the children using Microsoft Excel.

RE

Spanish
