The scheme focuses on developing what they term “language detective skills” and developing an understanding of Spanish grammar, rather than committing to memory vast amounts of Spanish vocabulary. 
The children will be encouraged to: 
· Recognise learnt vocabulary when listening and reading. 
· Spot cognates (words which have the same origin or are similar) and near cognates. 
· Consider word other to anticipate the meaning of words. 
· Use context and their own knowledge of the world to predict the meaning of unknown words.
