Understanding the World

History
Our main topic this term will be learning
about World War II. Pupils will learn about

the Axis and Allied forces. We will also be
looking at the evacuation of children during
the War and the impact this had on families.
Pupils will write an emotive diary entry from
the point of view of an evacuee. Further
knowledge will be gained from looking at
the Battle of Britain and the different planes
involved, as well as looking at the British
and German cities bombed during this time.
We will assess the impact women had on
the War and look at the jobs they did, as
well as study the Holocaust. Finally, we will
look at how the War ended, both in Europe
and in the rest of the world. Our topic will
be brought to life by our visit to Eden Camp
in October, where pupils will really see what
life in the War was like!
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
