Experience light and dark - make the classroom dark or sit quietly in a sensory room in the dark. Link up switches to different lights in the classroom or sensory room.
Play blindfold “trust” games- helping someone to walk in the dark.
Make a diwa out of clay or plasticene, decorate a diwa.
Light diwas, place them on a special table, light and smell incense sticks, listen to Hindu prayers and music.
Look at videos/DVDs of firework celebrations including fireworks at diwali - make fireworks pictures, pictures of candles and diwali cards.
Diwali is also known as “Deepavali” - “festival of lights”.
Explore the idea of dark and light at Diwali and its symbolic meaning e.g. “What does the light teach you?”
Make advent candle decorations to symbolise the four Sundays of Advent.
Lighting the Hanukkah, listening to Jewish hymns and celebration music.
one light is called the servant light or “Shamah”- this is used to light all the other lights. 
Play Hanukkah games with Dreidels and make and eat potato latkes.
Sing songs about Hanukkah.

Story time - sharing and exploring books together, 
Follow a sensory story

Pupils to explore these different kinds of books. Pupils can talk about the books that they like/dislike and why?
Staff and pupils to bring in photos, pictures and books that hold meaning or to bring in a favourite photo/picture or book.
Make a computer switch file/book with photos, pictures, music and sounds from home.

Create a different atmosphere in the classroom when a special book is brought in - dim the lighting, create a different seating arrangement, make a special table to focus attention, 

Explore artefacts from the religion of the special book that you are studying. Look at photos and pictures of the place of worship. Listen to prayers/worship/reading of the special book.
.Making a model of a Torah from cardboard rolls and a yad (pointer).
Take part in role-play illustrating how the Torah is treated.
Listen to readings/prayers from the Torah.


	

Take part in a class celebration – it could be a pupil’s birthday or it could be a “staged” celebration Party music, party songs, food, party hats, cards, disco music and disco lights linked to switches. Cakes with candles, party banners, streamers, bunting. 
If activities are repeated over a number of weeks then pupils will have the opportunity to anticipate the party experiences e.g. show a party hat, a cake, a present.

Watch a video/DVD or look at photos of a birthday celebration.

Experience music from a different religious celebration, food linked to a religious celebration, prayers/hymns, sights (candles, statues/icons ) and smells(incense).
Talk about a religious celebration that occurs in the school term.


Talk about a specific religious celebration.
Experience the different traditions including the different smells, sounds, sights and tastes.


Multi-Sensory Story – Pupils are given sensory artefacts and elements to respond to that have a link with a celebration story. e.g. Diwa lights, darkened room, masks, bright colourful clothes, toy monkeys for the Diwali story.
Story to be repeated weekly.

Celebration Story written in symbols.

Role play different stories.

Take part in a class celebration 

Talk about the word celebration – what does it mean?
What happens during a celebration? Is it a happy time?
Get the class to reflect upon and talk about times that were special to them – birthdays, weddings, meeting family, perhaps a football team winning a cup competition. How did they feel? What did they do? Did they eat any special food?


Explore the question “Why do Jewish people celebrate Shabbat?”
Read or encounter the creation story from Genesis 1 at a suitable level.

Explore the ways in which Jewish people keep Shabbat special :-  not working, no school, no public transport, no housework, no homework, no food preparation, no shopping.

Make a Shabbat table. Candles on polished candlesticks, flowers on the table, clean plates and glasses, fruit juice to replicate the wine.

Singing or listening to Jewish songs and music.
End this welcoming meal with a prayer of thanksgiving.
The bread is a reminder that God gave Manna in the desert.

Visit to the synagogue, invite a rabbi to talk about Shabbat to the class.

DVD/video of the synagogue and a synagogue service, photos and pictures. 

Explore artefacts that are found in a synagogue – kippur, tallith, menorah.

Make a model of the Torah and a pointer to show how the Torah is treated in a synagogue.

Listen to Jewish hymns and prayers including the Shabbat prayers.
The final greeting is “shavua tov” (have a good week) and the candle is extinguished by dipping in wine.
All pupils could experience this ceremony. 
	Visit to a church.

Use photographs that children have brought in from home which show their family members..

Extend the idea of belonging to who they belong to in class. A display could be made for the classroom door of all those who belong to Class…

Spend time as a class with a baby and parent/s. Listen to the sounds the baby makes and watch the responses the baby makes. The parents might be able to bring in some of the presents and cards that they received when the baby was born.
The parents might be able to say something about how they felt when the baby was born. Children could be taught how to touch a baby properly and sensibly and in a caring way.

Ask the children to bring in photographs of when they were babies and also staff photographs. Set up a display of baby objects to explore.

Set up a role play area in the classroom. 

Invite the local vicar or minister into class to demonstrate a Christian baptism using a doll.
 
Feel a variety of crosses and then encourage children to make the sign of the cross on the head of the doll. Re-enact when parents are given a candle to take away to keep for the baby.

When a Muslim baby is born the words of the Call to Prayer are whispered into his or her ears. 
Listen to the Call to Prayer. Use a doll and encourage the children to whisper some sounds / words into the ear of the doll.

Feel the head of the doll and if possible cut a little of the hair off the doll as in the ceremony.

The baby is named and given some dates, salt, sugar and water to taste. Provide some honey or dates for the children to taste. Talk about why the baby is given something sweet and something bitter to taste.

Make a card to welcome a new baby using some coloured shapes and symbols.

	Explore ideas of “dark” and “light” - explore the questions “How do we feel when we are in a dark room, in a dark bedroom?”
Listen to the story “Come in” or other stories about “dark, dark forests” or “dark, dark rooms”.

Explore the themes of good and bad and dark and light in the story of Rama and Sita. Read and act out the story, make puppets/models to represent the main characters.
Sensory story on an Advent story or Advent theme e.g. the angel Gabriel visiting the virgin Mary, the work of John the Baptist
Listen to and read the story of Judah Maccabee reclaiming the temple – explore the meaning of light at Hanukkah, story of the miracle of the oil and the menorah in the temple.

	Play ‘following the leader’

Play ‘Simon Says’ and create an obstacle course in the hall and ask pupils to follow the leader.
Explore the role of different leaders in our community.

Encourage pupils to take on ‘leadership’ responsibilities in class .

Invite the Headteacher into class to talk about what they do. 
Look at the pictures of leaders and explore on how you know some people are religious leaders.
You could use a story doll of a rabbi and talk about a rabbi wearing a kippah and tallith. Feel the fringes of a tallith and create a tallith with material.
Ask a local vicar if you could borrow a dog collar or special dress 
worn on special occasions to look at and feel or ask a rabbi if you could borrow a tallith. 

Have a competition to design a cross using different materials that could be worn by a vicar. 
Ask a religious leader known to the pupils to come into class to talk about the kind of jobs they do. Some pupils might be able to create a question using word, signs, symbols to ask their visitor.

Arrange a visit to see a place of worship and to take some photographs of the religious leader at work. .

Role play being a religious leader.

	Create a list of words which are important to each of the children. These words may have been heard on the Big Macs and might be from a family member. They could be a list of family members which could be matched to pictures of the family members. 
Say the school prayers together and learn the signs. Why do we say these every day?

Create a class prayer ‘thankyou’
.
Use some artefacts from Christianity and Islam to re-inforce what happens when people pray. These could be rosary beads and a prayer book. It could be a prayer mat. 
Record a church service from the TV such as one found on Songs of Praise. 

Wonder about what the people may be saying in their prayers.

Think about a time in class when perhaps children have not been too nice to others and sign ‘sorry’ together. 
Create a paper chain as a class. Each time someone is unkind to another person in the class break the paper chain. Saying and signing ‘sorry’ means the chain can be mended. This is what 
prayer is like for Christians, about saying sorry for things said and done which are wrong. 

Make a prayer tree. Cut out leaves and write or draw or add a symbol on the leaf if children would like a prayer said for them. 

Arrange a visit to a church or a Mosque to ask a church leader or Imam about prayer.

Introduce a prayer mat, put it on the floor and ask the children what it might be used for. 

Go to the website www.islam4schools.com/adhaan.htm
Listen to the Call to Prayer.
Why are Muslims called to prayer? What does the call to prayer say about the importance of prayer?

Use body movement/gestures to express different types of prayer.   

	Sing Hello songs and name songs, peek a boo self-awareness games, circle and parachute games. Sit the chosen pupil in the centre of the group. Look for individual pupil’s response to the game or song.

Looking at their reflection in the mirror, looking at their photographs or videos of themselves projected onto a whiteboard.

Body-awareness activities, songs and massage.
