	Session 1
	I can find out about the pulse, rhythm, texture, arrangement, tempo and dynamics of a piece of music
	Hip Hop
Explain that in this unit we will be learning about the  pulse, rhythm, texture, arrangement, tempo and dynamics in Hip Hop music

Listen to Hey You! by Joanna Mangona : Play the song. Use your body to find the pulse whilst scrolling through/using the on-screen questions as a focus. 
After listening, talk about the song 

Information about the Song
Hey You! Is written in an old school Hip Hop style for children to learn about the differences between pulse, rhythm and pitch and to learn how to rap and enjoy it in its original form.
Do You Like the Song?

Class discussion questions after  listening:
● The Pulse; What is the beat or pulse of music?
A pulse is the heartbeat of the rhythm/music that you hear - and feel - when listening to music and this is what people usually tap along to when listening. The beat is the repeated note value of the time signature. They can often (and are usually) the same thing, or at least they cross over. Play the first warm up game on Charanga to find the music pulse. Identify it as a group and then practise tapping along as a group. 

● The rhythm; Rhythm is the pattern of long and short sounds as you move through the song.

● The texture: is it thick, thin or in between? Are there many layers of sound, or just one/two? Are there many voices singing/instruments playing, or just one/two? The first time you hear the rap it is accompanied by decks drum beats. The second time around it is sung and accompanied with keyboard sounds and decks and drums. Play the song again listening for the texture. 

● The tempo: is it fast, slow or in between? In between. Listen again to hear the tempo. Stop when the tempo changes to see if the children have noticed.

● The dynamics: is the music loud, quiet or in between? Is it the same throughout or does it vary? As the texture thickens, the dynamics get louder. Listen to the music again for the dynamics.

● The arrangement: which voices/instruments sing/play in which sections? Drum beats with the rapping and added keyboard sounds with the singing. Listen again for the arrangement

Learn to sing the song
Instruments 
If no instruments are available use body percussion eg clapping, foot tapping, clicking, drumming with hands on knees or tables. 
Plenary
Performance - Hey You! : Perform and share what has taken place in today’s lesson. Rap/sing the song.

	Focus Pulse and Rhythm

Listen to Me, Myself And I by De La Soul : Play the song. Use your body to find the pulse whilst scrolling through/using the on-screen questions as a focus. After listening, talk about the song and answer the questions together using correct musical language. 


Listen to Hey You! (again) : How are the raps/songs different, how are they similar?
Play the song, find and move to the pulse. 
Move through the flexible games on Charanga identifying first  the pulse of the music and them the rhythm of the music. 

Listen again to Me, myself and I and find the pulse and rhythm as a class.

	Session 3
	I can identify the texture of a piece of music.
	Focus- Texture

Listen to The Fresh Prince of Bel-Air by Will Smith 
Play the song, find and move to the pulse and rhythm

● The texture: is it thick, thin or in between? Are there many layers of sound, or just one/two? Are there many voices singing/instruments playing, or just one/two?
Sometimes the texture just consists of rapping and drums and sometimes rapping, drums, bass and synthesizer. Listen to the song again and look for the texture in the music. Write a class list of the different layers of texture that can be heard. 


What is the structure/form/shape of the song?
The structure of the song is:
● Introduction
● Rap intro
● Interlude x2 with synthesizer riffs
● Verse 1 - very long
● Interlude going into the intro
● Verse 2
● Interlude going into intro
● Verse 3 - very short
● Interlude into outro
Model using body percussion along to the music 
Put children into groups and give each a sound to make with their bodies eg clap, tap with foot, drum on knees or table, singers, click etc. Explain this is how we can create texture in music. 
Listen to Hey you  and listen for the texture, The first time you hear the rap it is accompanied by decks drum beats. The second time around it is sung and accompanied with keyboard sounds and decks and drums. Play the song again listening for the texture.
Children to then use body percussion and practise first each playing a certain part and then build up to all groups playing their part at the same time along to the music. 
Plenary Sing Hey You with focus on how the children play the instrument parts as a whole.

	Session 4
	I can identify the arrangement of a piece of music.  
	Focus – Arrangement

Listen to Rapper’s Delight by The Sugarhill Gang : Play the song. Use your body to find the pulse and rhythm.

Do You Like the Song?
What Can You Hear?

Explain what the arrangement is (It is the parts that make up a song, vocals, instruments, hook and structure)

● The vocal line: how many singers? Male/female? 3 male rappers and sometimes some female backing vocals.
● The backing/accompaniment: how many instruments? Which ones? Drums, bass, guitar and keyboards. Bass guitar riff very prominent.
● Which instruments plays the solo? No solo.
● Is there a hook? The hook comes from the beginning of the rap: ”I said a hip hop hippie to the hippie...” This repeats later in the rap too.

What is the structure/form/shape of the song?
The structure of the song is:
● One long rap interspersed with the well-known hook; ”I said a hip hop a hippie to
the hippie...”
Create a list of the arrangement in the song eg
3 male rappers
1 female singer
Drum, bass, guitar, keyboards, bass guitar is very prominent.
The song starts with a hook- (I said a hip hop)
It then has one long rap
Listen to Hey You! How are the raps/songs different, how are they similar?
Make a list of Hey You’s arrangement - Drum beats with the rapping and added keyboard sounds with the singing.
Plenary-  Children to perform Hey You.

Talk about the differences and which one they preferred


Listen to U Can’t Touch This by MC Hammer : Play the song. Use your body to find the pulse and rhythm. 

What was the tempo of this piece of music?

Listen to Hey You! How are the raps/songs different, how are they similar?

	Session 6
	I can identify the dynamics of a piece of music
	Focus- Dynamics
The dynamics of a piece of music are the volume of each part. 

Listen to It’s Like That by Run DMC
Play the song, find and move to the pulse and rhythm
Go through the song again and discuss the dynamics of each part, when does it go up and down?
● The dynamics: is the music loud, quiet or inbetween? Is it the same throughout or does it vary? Where the texture is thick, the dynamics are louder and the rappers voices are quite loud.

What is the structure/form/shape of the song?
The structure of the song is:
● Introduction
● 12 verses and between each verse is the chorus: ”It’s like that and that’s the way it is.”
● After every 2 verses is a drum beat break.
● The chorus repeats at the end to finish the rap.


Listen to ‘Hey You!’ again, Look for similarities and differences between the songs
What are the dynamics of this song? As the texture thickens, the dynamics get louder. Listen to the music again for the dynamics.



Performance - Hey You! Sing the song with the original dynamics and then explore how it would sound with louder and quieter parts.  

Plenary recap this unit and the music that they have listened to. Children to vote on their favourite piece of music.
