	Knowledge lesson
Pulse – the regular heartbeat of the music, the steady beat 
Rhythm – long and short sounds or patterns that happen over the pulse, the steady beat 
Pitch – high and low sounds 
Tempo – the speed of the music, fast or slow or in-between 
Dynamics – how loud or quiet music is 
Timbre – all instruments including voices, have a certain sound quality eg the trumpet has a very different sound quality to the violin 
Texture – layers of sound. Layers of sound working together make music very interesting to listen to. 
Structure/ arrangement – every piece of music has a structure eg introduction, verse, chorus ending
Remind children of the above definitions

Listen to Friendship Song by Joanna Mangona and Pete Readman 
Listen carefully. Perhaps close your eyes. You could move with the pulse. Use your imagination as you enjoy the music. Tell the children - “You might see colours, words, pictures, or encounter lots of different feelings. Share some of this with each other after you have listened.” Play the music/song. Move to the music or sit down to listen with closed eyes. Find the pulse.

	Focus – Pulse and rhythm
Pulse – the regular heartbeat of the music, the steady beat 
Rhythm – long and short sounds or patterns that happen over the pulse, the steady beat 

Listen to Count on me by Bruno Mars . Do you like it? Why?
Listen again and find the pulse and rhythm. Ensure that the children have all found the correct pulse and rhythm, practise until it is consistent. 

Listen to ‘Your imagination’ again Look for similarities and differences between the songs.  Listen again and find the pulse and rhythm. Ensure that the children have all found the correct pulse and rhythm, practise until it is consistent. 


Work through the warm up games and the flexible games to ensure they have a good understanding of pulse and rhythm.

Learn to sing the song, teacher to use a beater to tap out the pulse to ensure the children know it. 
Talk about how to sing 
When singing they must remember;
● to sing out (to project their voices) but never to shout; 
to stand with straight backs,
 feet hip-width apart and to breathe from deep inside. Remind them that shouting comes from the throat and ends up hurting the voice.
● to aim for a good sound (a round sound).
● to breathe at the ends of phrases/lines and in the same places as each other (if necessary, have a discussion about places to breathe).
● to take care over diction and to enunciate consonants carefully and together.

Piano, bass, drums, banjo, male vocals and backing vocals. The tempo doesn't stay the same during this song, it gets faster. ● How does the music make you feel? Music brings many emotions along with it and often each person feels something different. Perhaps share with each other how the music makes you feel. ● What did you like about the song? It doesn't matter if you like or don't like a song or a piece of music. Think about the reasons why you do or don't. What did you like about the song? It doesn't matter if you like or don't like a song or a piece of music. Think about what you liked or didn't like about the song. 

Listen to ‘Friendship song’ again find the pulse

Listen to That's What Friends Are For sung by Gladys Knight, Stevie Wonder, Dionne Warwick with Elton John How does the song make you feel? Use your body to find the pulse. Now listen to the song again and listen to the tempo. Is the music fast or slow? Did the speed (tempo) stay the same all the way through the song? This song is quite slow and steady. 

Listen to ‘friendship song’ again. Find the pulse and listen for the tempo.  Is the music fast or slow? Did the speed (tempo) stay the same all the way through the song? It’s a little faster than the other song. 

Look for similarities and differences between the songs.

Listen to the other music in this unit and decide the tempo of each. 


Sing the song Friendship song at the usual tempo 
Improvise and experiment with singing the song at faster and slower tempo’s

Decide as a group which tempo they want to perform the final piece in.

How does the song make you feel?  Listen again to the dynamics of the music. What are they? Is this song loud, quiet or in between? This song is quite quiet but some words are slightly louder.

Listen to ‘Friendship song’ again. Is this song loud, quiet or in between? Listen for the dynamics of the song.  . Is this song loud, quiet or in between? This song is quite a loud, fun song. It stays the same volume all the way through.
Look for similarities and differences between the 2 pieces of music. 


Now think back to all that has been thought about in this unit.
