	Listen to all of Thula Baby a South African lullaby. Remind children what pulse is encourage them to explain. Remind them ways to find the pulse.
Listen again and find the pulse led by the teacher. Children then to take over when confident. 
After listening, ask the children some simple questions. Tell them who the band
were and what the song was called. Do they know the song? What was the song about? Ask them about their feelings towards the piece of music. Did the music make you feel happy, sad, excited, worried, like dancing, like an animal, grumpy etc. This song is about family, who is in their family? Do all their family live in this country or in different places around the world? Did any pictures or colours pop into your head as you were listening? What instruments could you hear? Did you hear voices? Male or female? This song is a lullaby from South Africa, Thula Baba means hush little baby.
What is a lullaby? Where is South Africa? Do the children know anybody from South Africa? Do they know anybody famous from South Africa? Perhaps find some other music/songs from South Africa to listen to. 
Use the games track Rock a bye baby and rock an imaginary baby to sleep with the pulse. Recap ways that the children can remember to find the pulse. 
The focus for this Unit is Everyone! Using the song, find some words related to family or friendship and clap the rhythms for the children to copy. Can they find their own word and clap a rhythm for the class to copy?
High and low games (pitch) - Use the games track wind the bobbin up
Pitch is high and low sounds - when the foundations of music, pulse, rhythm and pitch combine, you can sing and play with a song. Hold a pretend elastic band in your hand and stretch it very slowly - follow the stretching with your voice. Your voice will get higher in pitch as the elastic band gets longer

After listening, ask the children some simple questions. Tell them who the band
were and what the song was called. Do they know the song? What was the song about? Ask them about their feelings towards the piece of music. Did the music make you feel happy, sad, excited, worried, like dancing, like an animal, grumpy etc. This song is about family, who is in their family? Do all their family live in this country or in different places around the world? Did any pictures or colours pop into your head as you were listening? What instruments could you hear? Did you hear voices? Male or female? 
Do the children know Michael Jackson or The Jackson 5? Michael was very young when he performed and recorded this song. Find some more Jackson 5 songs, there are lots of examples on YouTube and Spotify and maybe show a video clip of The Jackson 5 performing. The children will see and learn some fantastic dance moves!
Use the games track Five little Monkeys. Recap ways that the children can remember to find the pulse. Children to choose their favourite.
The focus for this Unit is Everyone! Using the song, find some words related to family or friendship and clap the rhythms for the children to copy. Can they find their own word and clap a rhythm for the class to copy?
Five Little Monkeys is a rap, the nursery rhyme uses pulse and rhythm only, no pitch. Find some rhythms from the rap to clap, for example: “Mon-keys”

After listening, ask the children some simple questions. Tell them who the band
were and what the song was called. Do they know the song? What was the song about? Ask them about their feelings towards the piece of music. Did the music make you feel happy, sad, excited, worried, like dancing, like an animal, grumpy etc. This song is about family, who is in their family? Do all their family live in this country or in different places around the world? Did any pictures or colours pop into your head as you were listening? What instruments could you hear? Did you hear voices? Male or female? 
After listening, ask the children some simple questions. Tell them who was singing and what the song was called. What was the song about? This song is a nasheed, written by a Muslim poet called Zain Bhikha and performed by Naadira Ali who sings about how amazing her mum is:

Listen again and find the pulse led by the teacher. Children then to take over when confident. 
After listening, ask the children some simple questions. Tell them who the band was and what the song was called. Do they know the song? What was the song about? Ask them about their feelings towards the piece of music. Did the music make you feel happy, sad, excited, worried, like dancing, like an animal, grumpy etc. This song is about family, who is in their family? Do all their family live in this country or in different places around the world? Did any pictures or colours pop into your head as you were listening? What instruments could you hear? Did you hear voices? Male or female? 
Tell them who was singing and what the song was called. What was the song about? Gloria Estefan was singing this song, she is the lead singer of Miami Sound Machine. They sing Latin American music, music that originated from Spanish and Portuguese speaking countries of the Americas and the Caribbean. There are lots of famous dances that can be done to this music; Salsa, Merengue and Tango are a few. Ask the children about their feelings towards the piece of music. Did the music make you feel happy, sad, sleepy, excited, worried, like dancing, like an animal, grumpy etc. Find more examples of this style of music on YouTube or Spotify

Ask them about their feelings towards the piece of music. Do all their family live in this country or in different places around the world? Did any pictures or colours pop into your head as you were listening? What instruments could you hear?
