	I can sing a song clearly.
	Listen to all of Beyond The Sea sung by Robbie Williams. Remind children what pulse is encourage them to explain. Remind them ways to find the pulse.
Listen again and find the pulse led by the teacher. Children then to take over when confident. 
● The focus for this Unit is Our World, be imaginative when finding the pulse.
● After listening, ask the children some simple questions (build from previous Units and their outcomes). This is another very famous song that was originally written in 1946 with French lyrics. In French it is called “ La Mer”. It was later recorded in English in 1959 by an American Pop star called Bobby Darin. Many different singers have recorded this song and this version is by Robbie Williams. This version was also used in the film Finding Nemo.

Use the games track Incy Wincy Spider   Recap ways that the children can remember to find the pulse. 
Can they find their own word and clap a rhythm for the class to copy?
High and low games (pitch) - Use the games track Incy Wincy
Pitch is high and low sounds - when the foundations of music, pulse, rhythm and pitch combine, you can sing and play with a song. Hold a pretend elastic band in your hand and stretch it very slowly - follow the stretching with your voice. Your voice will get higher in pitch as the elastic band gets longer

	Session 3
	I can play an instrument to the rhythm of a song. 
	Listen to all of Mars from the Planets by Gustav Holst. Remind children what pulse is encourage them to explain. Remind them ways to find the pulse.
Listen again and find the pulse led by the teacher. Children then to take over when confident. 
After listening, ask the children some simple questions. Tell them who the composer was  and what the song was called. Do they know the song? What was the song about? Ask them about their feelings towards the piece of music. Did the music make you feel happy, sad, excited, worried, like dancing, like an animal, grumpy etc. This song is about family, who is in their family? Do all their family live in this country or in different places around the world? Did any pictures or colours pop into your head as you were listening? What instruments could you hear? Did you hear voices? Male or female? 
After listening, ask the children some simple questions (build from previous Units and their outcomes). Gustav Holst (born in England, 1874-1934) loved astrology and wanted to explore the planets so much that he went into space using his imagination. His best known work is The Planets Suite which is a group of individual pieces starting with Mars, the Bringer of War. 
Use the games track Incy Wincy spider. Recap ways that the children can remember to find the pulse. Children to choose their favourite.
High and low games (pitch) - Use the games track The wheels on the bus.
Pitch is high and low sounds - when the foundations of music, pulse, rhythm and pitch A car, tractor, motorbike engine - can you make these sounds? Are they low or high?
Create your own sounds using instruments (glocks and percussion)

After listening, ask the children some simple questions. The focus for this Unit is Our World, be imaginative when finding the pulse. Let the children dance in any way they feel to this fantastic Folk music by Bellowhead, they could be dragons or frogs! This tune doesn’t have any words, find more Bellowhead songs that do.
Use the games track Baa Baa black sheep. Recap ways that the children can remember to find the pulse. Use the actions from the song. 
The focus for this Unit is Our World! Using the song, find some words related to the world  and clap the rhythms for the children to copy. Can they find their own word and clap a rhythm for the class to copy?

	Listen to Ain’t No Mountain High Enough sung by Marvin Gaye and Tammi Terrell. Remind children what pulse is encourage them to explain. Remind them ways to find the pulse. Listen again and find the pulse led by the teacher. Children then to take over when confident. 
After listening, ask the children some simple questions. Tell them who the band was and what the song was called. Do they know the song? What was the song about? Ask them about their feelings towards the piece of music. Did the music make you feel happy, sad, excited, worried, like dancing, like an animal, grumpy etc. The focus for this Unit is Our World, be imaginative when finding the pulse. Let the children dance in any way they feel to express themselves.
After listening, ask the children some simple questions (build from previous Units and their outcomes). This song was made famous by Marvin Gaye and Tammi Terrell in 1967. There are many different recordings of this Motown song, try to find some on YouTube or Spotify.
Use the games tracks used previously and clap hands to find the pulse then freestyle children’s own ideas.
