	Session 1
	I can identify instruments in a song. 

I can identify a rhythm +
	Listen to Big Bear Funk, use the on-screen questions as a focus during, before or after listening but do not talk during the listening task. You decide which questions you want to focus on, if any:
Have fun and be imaginative when finding the pulse, funky bears, monkeys and chickens are celebrated in this song! After listening tell the children about the song and its style then talk through the on-screen questions (answers below);
Background information to the song: Big Bear Funk is a song written for children to learn about, sing, dance and play Funk music.
How do we know this is Funk music? (In years 1-6 we call this Style Indicators)
● Funk music creates an intense groove by using an interlocking rhythm section where the guitar plays strong riffs and the bass line is repetitive and energetic (A rhythm section: bass guitar, electric guitar, keyboard, often Hammond organ sound and drums).
● Funk de-emphasises melody and brings that strong rhythmic groove to the foreground.
● There is usually a horn section (saxophones, trumpet and trombone).
● It emphasises the down beat, the first beat of the bar.
● Makes you want to dance.
“Do you like the song?” It doesn’t matter if the children do or don’t, there is no correct answer to this question and they might change their minds as the Unit progresses. Use the question to start a creative discussion!
“What can you hear?”
● Voices
● Horn section playing riffs or patterns (sax, trumpet, trombone)
● Funky bass line and guitar riffs or patterns
High and low games (pitch) - Use the games track The Big Bear Funk and imitate animals to the tune of the song to find the pitch.
Remind the children how to use the instruments.
The focus for this Unit is the song Big Bear Funk and all musical activities are related to this song. Using the games track, find some words/phrases related to Big Bear Funk and clap those rhythms for the children to copy. Over time, ask the children to find their own word/phrase from the song and to clap a rhythm for the class to copy. 
Here are some words and phrases from the song that you can use - build these over the 6 step Unit. Say the words and phrases to the children as you clap them. Below are two examples of how to clap an easy and more diffcult phrase:

A more difficult phrase:
● Dance and sing to the fun-ky mu-sic
These two more difficult phrases have the same rhythm:
● Mon-keys and chic-kens to the fun-ky mu-sic
● Big bears are dan-cing to the fun-ky mu-sic
Repeat this using the instruments (See Charanga lesson plan for notes to use) Then Perform the piece singing the different sections.
Plenary: Listen to the song again and identify any instruments that are used in the piece.

	Listen to I Feel Good by James Brown , use the on-screen questions as a focus during, before or after listening but do not talk during the listening task. You decide which questions you want to focus on, if any:
I Feel Good is a song by James Brown and was released in 1965. James Brown was one of the first musicians to perform Funk music and is probably the most famous. This song includes an alto sax solo by Maceo Parker, a very famous Funk instrumentalist who has his own band too.
● Funk music creates an intense groove by using an interlocking rhythm section where the guitar plays strong riffs and the bass line is repetitive and energetic (A rhythm section: bass guitar, electric guitar, keyboard, often Hammond organ sound and drums).
● Funk de-emphasises melody and brings that strong rhythmic groove to the foreground
High and low games (pitch) - Use the games track The Big Bear Funk and imitate animals to the tune of the song to find the pitch.
Remind the children how to use the instruments.
The focus for this Unit is the song Big Bear Funk and all musical activities are related to this song. Using the games track, find some words/phrases related to Big Bear Funk and clap those rhythms for the children to copy. Over time, ask the children to find their own word/phrase from the song and to clap a rhythm for the class to copy?
Using the games track, add pitch to the words and phrases used in the rhythm games above, use your glock and build over the 6-step Unit. Say/sing the words and phrases to the children as you play them, use the note D on your glock to play the rhythm of the phrases.

	Session 3
	I can play an instrument to the rhythm of a song. 
	Listen to Don't You Worry 'Bout A Thing, use the on-screen questions as a focus during, before or after listening but do not talk during the listening task. You decide which questions you want to focus on, if any:
● Using a mixture of teacher-led and child-initiated activities, have fun and be imaginative finding the pulse.
After listening tell the children about the song and its style, perhaps find a Youtube clip of the artist/s performing, then talk through the on-screen questions (answers below):
Background information to the song
Incognito are a British Jazz Funk band (they mix Jazz and Funk together). This song is by Stevie Wonder but they have made it their own.
Ask these questions “Do you like the song?”
It doesn’t matter if the children do or don’t, there is no correct answer to this question and they might change their minds as the Unit progresses. Use the question to start a creative discussion!
“What can you hear?”
● Voices
● The horn section - trumpets, trombones and saxophones
● Funky rhythm section - bass, electric guitar, keyboard and drums
● This song has a Latin/Jazz feel
On the screen there is an option to listen to Big Bear Funk again. If you choose to do so, perhaps talk about how it is similar or different to the Listen and Appraise music in this step. Remember, they will both be funky.
Using the games track (Big Bear Funk), ask the children for different ways to find the pulse: This song is about a funky bear, funky chickens and funky monkeys. Can you be one or all of those finding the pulse?
The focus for this Unit is the song Big Bear Funk, all musical activities are related to this song. Using the games track, find some words/phrases related to Big Bear Funk and clap the rhythm. 
Create your own sounds using instruments (glocks and percussion):
a. Play together Using tuned and/or untuned percussion, use 1 note or sound to play the pulse together over the Big Bear Funk games track. Remember how to hold your glock beaters correctly and how to hold untuned percussion. Make sure everybody has the opportunity to use a glock within the music lesson.
Below are two examples of how to play an easy and more difficult phrase:
An easy phrases to begin with:
● Big Bear = D D

A more difficult phrase:
● Dance and sing to the fun-ky music

	Listen to My Promise by Earth Wind & Fire, use the on-screen questions as a focus during, before or after listening but do not talk during the listening task. You decide which questions you want to focus on, if any:
Earth, Wind & Fire are an American band that started out in the 1970s. They are one of the most popular and successful bands of the 20th century and well-known for their stage shows which are full of energy.
Some information for the teacher about Funk music ie how do we know this is Funk music? (In years 1-6 we call this Style Indicators)
● Funk music creates an intense groove by using an interlocking rhythm section where the guitar plays strong ri􀁱s and the bass line is repetitive and energetic (A rhythm section: bass guitar, electric guitar, keyboard, often Hammond organ sound and drums).
● Funk de-emphasises melody and brings that strong rhythmic groove to the foreground.
● There is usually a horn section (saxophones, trumpet and trombone).
● It emphasises the down beat, the first beat of the bar.
“Do you like the song?”
It doesn’t matter if the children do or don’t, there is no correct answer to this question and they might change their minds as the Unit progresses. Use the question to start a creative discussion!
“What can you hear?”
● Voices - one of the band members, Philip Bailey has a very high voice
● The horn section - trumpets, trombones and saxophones
● Funky rhythm section - bass, electric guitar, keyboard and drums

	Listen to Superstition by Stevie Wonder, use the on-screen questions as a focus during, before or after listening but do not talk during the listening task. You decide which questions you want to focus on, if any:
Stevie Wonder was born May 13, 1950. He is an American musician, singer, songwriter, record producer, and multi-instrumentalist. He was a child prodigy and has become one of the most creative and loved musical performers of the late 20th century. He has been blind since shortly after birth. Among Stevie’s works are singles such as "Superstition", "Sir Duke", "You Are The Sunshine Of My Life" and "I Just Called To Say I Love You”. Superstition is a popular song produced, arranged, and performed by Stevie Wonder for Motown Records in 1972.
● Funk music creates an intense groove by using an interlocking rhythm section where the guitar plays strong riffs and the bass line is repetitive and energetic (A rhythm section: bass guitar, electric guitar, keyboard, often Hammond organ sound and drums).
● Funk de-emphasises melody and brings that strong rhythmic groove to the foreground.
● There is usually a horn section (saxophones, trumpet and trombone).
● It emphasizes the down beat, the first beat of the bar.
“Do you like the song?” It doesn’t matter if the children do or don’t, there is no correct answer to this question and they might change their minds as the unit progresses. Use the question to start a creative discussion!

	Listen to Pick Up The Pieces by Average White Band, use the on-screen questions as a focus during, before or after listening but do not talk during the listening task. You decide which questions you want to focus on, if any:
Average White Band is a Scottish Funk band that had a series of hits between 1974 and 1980. They are best known for their million-selling instrumental track Pick Up The Pieces. It is mainly instrumental, apart from the song's title being shouted at several points in the song.
On the screen there is an option to listen to Big Bear Funk again. If you choose to do so, perhaps talk about how it is similar or different to the Listen and Appraise music in this step. Remember, they will both be funky
Using the games track (Big Bear Funk), ask the children for different ways to find the pulse: Think of new and different ways to find the pulse, use your imagination
Rhythm games
